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Preface

Construction statistical data is vital to economic development planning of the country and
to private’s investment planning as well. The National Statistical Office (NSO), which is responsible
for collecting and compiling statistical data of various branches has conducted the Construction
Industry Survey every 5 years in order to provide basic construction industry information needed
by both government and private sectors.

This is the 4" Construction Industry Survey. The results of the survey are published into 7
volumes, i.e. the Whole Kingdom, Bangkok, Vicinity and the other four regions. This data presented
in this publication are all the construction establishments in the Whole Kingdom in the year of
2014 (January 1 to December 31). The Survey results are presented into 2 sections, i.e. section 1
statistical data by size of establishment and section 2 statistical data by class of construction

industry.

The National Statistical Office would like to express her sincere gratitude to all
entrepreneurs and all those concerned for their kind cooperation in contributing to the success of

the survey.
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Executive summary

The National Statistical Office (NSO)
carried out the 2014 Construction Industry
Survey, which is the g" survey and the NSO
planed for conducting this survey every 5
years. The main objective of the survey is to
collect basic information data on construction
establishments. Data is vital to economic
development planning of the country and to
private employment planning as well, the
survey covered all construction establishments
in the Whole Kingdom, which engaged in
construction of buildings, civil engineering
and  specialized  construction  activities
(Section F of The Thailand Standard Industrial
Classifications: TSIC 2009). The field work was
conducted during June 1 to September 30,
2014. The samples were from 12971
establishments from totally 33,057 establishments.
The data presented in this report was the
operation of the construction establishments
located in the Whole Kingdom during January
1 to December 31, 2013. The major findings

are as follows:

1. Number of establishment

The results of the 2014 Construction
Industry Survey of 33,057 establishments in
the Whole Kingdom, it was found that most
of them (53.4 percent) were engaged in
construction of buildings. Followed by those
engaged in site preparation was 18.9 percent.
The other class of construction industry not
mentioned above had rather low proportion
each had less than 9.0 percent of the total.

2. Size of establishment

Most of them were 66.5 percent with
1 - 5 persons engaged. The establishment with
6 - 10 persons engaged was 19.6 percent. For
the establishment with more than 10 persons
engaged was 13.9 percent.

Considering by class of construction
industry, it was found that most the
establishment (more than 45.0 percent) was
with 1 - 5 persons engaged. Except for those
engaged in construction of roads and
railways, construction of other civil engineering
projects and other specialized construction
activities.

445277.41 million baht. The
consumption and value added were totally
299,237.30 million baht and 145,990.11 million
baht respectively. Comparing the value added

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1.1 Background

The National Statistical Office (NSO) had
conducted the first Survey of Construction
Industry in 1999, as the due to requirement
from  National Economic and Social
Development Board (NESDB) and no any
agencies have collected such a kind of these
data. These data could be used in calculating
National Account and Input - Output Tables.
Since the basic construction information was
used for implementing the construction
industry policies and developing the national
plan, the NSO conduct this survey every 5
years. This is the 4" Construction Industry

Survey.

1.2 Objectives

The objectives of the 2009 Construction
Industry Survey are as follows;

1. To collect basic information data
on construction establishment, such as
number of establishments, number of
persons engaged, number of employees and
remuneration, construction area, expenses, value
of gross output and values of fixed assets of
establishment.

2. To obtain data for calculating the
National Account (Capital Formation Account),
constructing the National Input-Output Tables
and the GDP of construction sector.

3. To establish good statistical infornation
system, in terms of the leading indicator.

4. To develop and to standardize the
basic data system and indicators for
determining the economic and social
development plan efficiently.

1.3 Scope and coverage

The establishments under the scope
of this survey were those engaged primarily
in construction industry (Section F of the
Thailand Standard Industrial Classification:
TSIC 2009). The survey covered all construction

establishments in the whole kingdom.

AWl information collected refers to
the operation period of establishment during
January 1 to December 31, 2014

Major Finding

2.1 General information of construction
establishments
2.1.1 Number by size of establishment
The 2014 Construction
Survey, of 33,057 establishments in the

2.1.5 Period of operation

Considering the period of operation,
most of the construction establishments
(42.3 percent) operated their business for
10 - 19 years. The establishments operated
their business with less than 10 years and
20 - 29 years were 39.9 and 12.5 percent
respectively.  For  the  establishments
operated their business for 30 years or more

was 5.3 percent.

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2.1.6 Registered capital

Figure F shows data concerning
registered capital of construction establishments
in the Whole Kingdom, there were totally
6,870 establishments. Most of them (72.2
percent) had less than 10 million baht of
registered capital. Followed by those, which
had 10 - 49 million baht of registered capital,
was 15.9 percent and 7.9 percent, was 50

million baht or more.

2.1.10 Class of construction industry

The results of the survey show
that, they were totally 33,057 establishments
in the Whole Kingdom. Most of them (53.4
percent) were engaged in construction of
buildings. Followed by those engaged in site
preparation of 18.9 percent. The establishments
engaged in electrical installation and building
completion and finishing had the same
proportion of 8.6 percent. The other class of
construction industry, not mentioned above
had rather low proportion; each had less
than 3.0 percent of the total (Table A).

2.2 Principal statistics by size of establishment
and class of construction industry
2.2.1 Persons engaged and remuneration
1) Number of persons engaged

Focusing on the number of persons
engaged in construction establishments, table B
shows that in 2013, there were totally 372,003
persons worked in construction establishments in
the Whole Kingdom. Most of them (58.5 percent
or 217,666 persons) worked in establishments with
more than 20 persons engaged.

Considering by class of construction
industry, it was found that 65.2 percent or 242,433
persons worked in construction of buildings.
Followed by those worked in construction of
roads and railways was 7.7 percent. The other
class of construction industry not mentioned
above, each class had rather low proportion of

persons engaged less than 7.0 percent.

2) Number of employees

In terms of employees, there
were 335,598 persons. Most of them worked
in establishments with more than 20 persons
216,861 persons or 64.6 percent.

Considering by class  of
construction industry, it was found that the
establishments engaged in construction of
buildings had the highest proportion of
employees, 66.5 percent. Followed by those
engaged in construction of roads and
railways was 8.3 percent. The other class of
construction industry not mentioned above,
each class had the proportion of employees

less than 7.0 percent.

In 2013, the employees in the persons. Followed by those working in

Whole Kingdom received the total remuneration
48,437.14 million baht or 144,331 baht per
persons annually. The employees worked in
establishments with more than 20 persons
received the highest annual remuneration of
177,373 baht per persons. For employees
worked in other size of establishment, each
size received the annual remuneration less
than 120,000 baht per persons.

Considering by class of
construction industry, it was found that
employees worked in other specialized

construction activities received the highest

construction of other civil engineering projects
and electrical installation received the annual
remuneration of 181,164 and 155,730 baht per
persons respectively. For the employees
worked in site preparation the lowest annual
remuneration of 78,329 baht per persons.
2.2.2 Value of gross output, intermediate
consumption and value added
For the value of gross output,
intermediate consumption and value added
of construction establishments in the Whole
Kingdom, table C shows that there were
totally 445,227.41, 299,237.30 and 145,990.11



Comparing the value
added to value of gross output, it was 32.8
percent.

Considering by size of
establishment, it was found that the
establishment with more than 20 persons had
the highest proportion of value of gross
output, intermediate consumption and value
added, of 726, 73.1 and 71.7 percent
respectively. Moreover, the highest value
added to value of gross output, was from the
establishment with 1 - 5 persons, of 35.7
percent.

Considering by class  of
construction industry, it was found that most
value of gross output, intermediate
consumption and value added were from
construction of buildings of 58.6, 58.4 and 59.1
percent respectively. For establishments

engaged in construction of roads and railways
contributed  value  of gross  output,
intermediate consumption and value added,
of 13.7, 13.9 and 13.2 percent respectively.
The other class of construction of industry
was rather low proportion each class had less
than 9.0 percent (Table Q).

Comparing value added to value
of gross output in each class, it reveals that
the establishment engagsed in building
completion and finishing had the highest
proportion of 35.4 percent. Followed by those
were from demolition and site preparation of
353 and 35.2 percent respectively. While
establishments engaged in construction of
utility projects had the lowest proportion of
value added to value of gross output, of 29.5

percent.

2.2.3 Average value of gross output
and average value added per establishment
Table D shows the construction
establishment in the Whole Kingdom had
average value of gross output and average
value added per establishment 13.47 and
4.42 million baht respectively. Considering by
size of establishment, it was found that the
establishment with more than 20 persons
accounted the highest average value of gross
output and average value added, 166.90 and
53.99 baht
respectively. For the establishment with 1 - 5

Considering by class of
construction industry, it was found that had
value of gross output and value added per
establishment engaged in construction of
roads and railways had the highest average
value of 66.97 and 21.26 million baht. The
following was from construction of other civil
engineering projects (55.9 and 16.99 million
baht). While establishment engaged in site
preparation had the lowest average value of
gross output per establishments of 1.63
million baht. However, those engaged in site
preparation had the lowest average value
added per establishment of 572,700 baht.

2.2.4 Average value of gross output
and value added per persons
Looking at the average value of
gross output and average value added per
person, it was found that construction
establishments had the average value of
gross output of 1.20 million baht and average
value added of 392,400 baht per persons.



Considering by size of
establishment, it reveals that the
establishments 16 - 20 persons engaged had
the highest average value of gross output of
1.62 million baht and average value added of
505,000 baht per persons. While the
establishments with 1 - 5 persons had the
lowest average value of gross output and
average value added per persons of 410,200

and 146,500 baht respectively.

In term of average value of gross
output and average value added per persons
in each class construction of industry, it was
found that establishments engaged in
construction of other civil engineering
projects had the highest average value of
gross output per persons, of 2.75 million baht
and average value added per persons, of
835,600 baht. However, establishments
engaged in demolition had the lowest
average value of gross output and average
value added per persons of 418,200 and
147,600 baht respectively.

2.3 Data comparison of construction
establishments during 5 years

Table E shows the 2014 and
2009 data of construction industry, which
the operation period was of the year in
2013 and 2008, it was found that
construction establishment increased by
12.6 percent, as well as the number of
persons engaged increased by 2.0 percent.
While the average number of person
engaged per establishment decreased by
8.9 percent.

In terms of employment, the
number of employees increased by 0.1
percent. While the average number of
employment per establishment decreased
by 10.5 percent. The remuneration
increased by 55.6 percent.

The value of gross output,
intermediated consumption and value
added of construction establishment
increased by 13.0, 8.3 and 23.7 percent
respectively (Table E).

2.4 Business sentiment
2.4.1 Comparing the sentiment on

business performance

The establishments reported that
their business was remain the same was 40.2
percent.

2. Method of Estimation

The survey results were presented at provincial level and regional level. At the regional
level, the results were presented separately for Bangkok, Vicinity (Samut Prakan, Nonthaburi,

Pathum Thani, Nakhon Pathom and Samut Sakhon) and the remaining provinces were classified by

3. Data Collection
The interviewing method was employed in data collection. The enumerators who are
permanent and temporary staff of the National Statistical Office were sent out to interview the

owners or the entrepreneurs of manufacturing establishments during June 1 to July 31, 2015.

4. Data Processing
The information of establishments in provincial areas was processed at the provincial office

with the technical supports from the central office, e.g. preparation of the software programs for



data entry and tabulation, and drafting form of the report. Those data were aggregated to regions
and the whole kingdom, as well as the detailed information of the establishments was processed

at the central office.

5. In Round Figures

The summation of each amount may not equal to the total due to rounding.

6. Errors of the Data

Data presented in this report might be subject to sampling and non-sampling errors. For
instance, errors from the imputation for missing values and non-response, intentional misreporting
and errors arising at coding and data entry stages. However, the NSO tried its best to minimize such

errors, thus the data should be used with appropriate cautions.

7. Data Presentation and Reporting
Results of the operational information of construction establishments are presented into 2
levels of publication.
1) Preliminary report of the region and the whole kingdom level.
2) Regional and Whole Kingdom level report of consists of 7 volumes, i.e.
Bangkok, Vicinity, Central region, Northern region, Northeastern region, Southern region and Whole

Kingdom.



Appendix B

Definitions

Concepts and definitions
1. Construction establishments
Refer to establishments engaged in construction industry which is defined as an economic
activity directed to the creation, renovation repair and demolition of buildings, land improvement

of engineering nature and other such engineering as roads, bridges and dams etc.

2. Construction establishments
In this survey, construction industry activities are classified according to the Thailand

7. Purchase of construction materials and components
Refer to the cost of all types of materials used in construction process e.g. timber, cement,
concrete, metal, stone, soil, sand, soil aggregate, asphalt etc., including components such as
windows, doors concrete sewer, paint, glass, tiles, escalator, roof streetcar and small equipment.

The value should be at envious price.

8. Cost of contract and commission work
Refer to the total amount of money that an establishment has paid to other

establishment in advance and/or when the work has been finished during the year 2013.

9. Cost of repair and maintenance work done by others
This covers the total cost of current repair and maintenance services on machinery and
other fixed assets of the establishment. Current repair and maintenance services are those
required to make good of any breakage or to keep fixed assets in proper working condition,
including those of other establishments in the same enterprise.

13. Change in value of stocks

Services provided to other establishments
within the same enterprises include labour and overhead cost, charges for materials supplied by
the establishment in the course of the work.

16. Other receipts
Refers to receipts of establishments other than receipts from running all types of

construction business.

17. Book value of fixed assets
Refer to the net value of fixed assets after deducting the accumulated depreciation at the
end of the year. Fixed Assets are land, building, machinery and equipment, and vehicles etc.
Included are major additions, alternations, and improvements to fixed assets during January -

December, 2013 in order to extend their normal life or raise their productivity.

18. Gross addition to fixed assets
This refers to the difference between the sum of the value of new and used fixed assets

acquired during the year 2013 and the value of sales of fixed assets.
