Executive summary

The National Statistical Office (NSO)
carried out the 2014 Construction Industry
Survey, which is the g" survey and the NSO
planed for conducting this survey every 5
years. The main objective of the survey is to
collect basic information data on construction
establishments. Data is vital to economic
development planning of the country and to
private employment planning as well, the
survey covered all construction establishments
in the Whole Kingdom, which engaged in
construction of buildings, civil engineering
and specialized construction activities (Section F
of The Thailand Standard Industrial Classifications:
TSIC 2009). The field work was conducted
during June 1 to September 30, 2014. The
totally sample were from 3,464 establishments.
The data presented in this report was the
operation of the construction establishments
located in the Northeastern region during
January 1 to December 31, 2013. The major
findings are as follows:

1. Number of establishment

The results of the 2014 Construction
Industry Survey of 12,826 establishments in
the Northeastern region, it was found that
most of them (48.6 percent) were engaged in
construction of buildings. Followed by those
engaged in site preparation were 35.4
percent. The establishment engaged in
building  completion and  finishing and
electrical installation were 5.3 and 3.7
percent respectively. The other class of
construction industry not mentioned above
had rather low proportion each had less than

3.0 percent of the total.

2. Size of establishment

Most of them were 75.9 percent with
1 - 5 persons engaged. The establishment with
6 - 10 persons engaged was 17.9 percent. For
the establishment with more than 10 persons
engaged was 6.2 percent.

Considering by class of construction
industry, it was found that most the
establishment (more than 50.0 percent) was
small size with 1 - 5 persons engaged. Except
for those engaged in construction of roads
and railways and construction of other civil

engineering projects.

3. Number of persons engaged and
employees
In 2013, the workers of the
construction establishments in the
Northeastern region were totally 62,585
persons. In term of employments, the

number of employees totally to 46,576
persons. Considering by class of construction
industry, it was found that most of them
worked in construction of buildings, of 31,565
persons or 67.8 percent. Followed by those
worked in construction roads and railways
6,015 persons or 12.9 percent. The rest
engaged in class of construction industry not

5. Value of gross output, intermediate
consumption and value added

The value of gross output or receipts
of construction establishments were totally
35,805.34 million baht. The intermediate
consumption and value added were totally
23,571.45 million baht and 12,233.89 million
baht respectively. Comparing the value
added to value of gross output or receive
was 34.2 percent.

For the average value of gross output
had 2.79 million baht per establishment and
572,100 baht per persons.

In terms of the average value added,
they were 953,800 baht per establishment
and 195,500 baht per persons respectively.

Considering by class of construction
industry, it was found that most of value
added were from construction of buildings
with the highest proportion (6,256.55 million
baht or 51.1 percent). While the
establishment engaged in demolition had the
lowest value added of 5.89 million baht of
0.1 percent.

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1.1 Background

The National Statistical Office (NSO) had
conducted the first Survey of Construction
Industry in 1999, as the due to requirement
from  National Economic and  Social
Development Board (NESDB) and no any
agencies have collected such a kind of these
data. These data could be used in calculating
National Account and Input - Output Tables.
Since the basic construction information was
used for implementing the construction
industry policies and developing the national
plan, the NSO conduct this survey every 5
years. This is the 4" Construction Industry

Survey.

1.2 Objectives

The objectives of the 2009 Construction
Industry Survey are as follows;

1. To collect basic information data
on construction establishment, such as
number of establishments, number of
persons engaged, number of employees and
remuneration, construction area, expenses, value
of gross output and values of fixed assets of
establishment.

2. To obtain data for calculating the
National  Account  (Capital ~ Formation
Account), constructing the National Input-
Output Tables and the GDP of construction
sector.

3. To establish good statistical information
system, in terms of the leading indicator.

4. To develop and to standardize the
basic data system and indicators for
determining the economic and social

development plan efficiently.

1.3 Scope and coverage

The establishments under the scope
of this survey were those engaged primarily
in construction industry (Section F of the
Thailand Standard Industrial Classification:
TSIC 2009). The survey covered all construction

establishments in the whole kingdom.

Chapter 2
Major Finding

2.1 General information of construction

establishments

2.1.1 Number and size of establishment

The 2014 Construction Industry

Survey of 12,826 establishments in the
Northeastern region. Out of these, 9,738
establishments or 75.9 percent were
establishment with 1 - 5 persons engaged.
Followed by those, with 6 - 10 persons
engaged were 2,296 establishments or 17.9
percent. For the establishments, with 11 - 15
persons engaged and more than 200 persons
engaged were 471 and 202 establishments or
3.7 and 1.6 percent respectively. While the
establishments with 16 - 20 persons engaged
were 119 establishments or 0.9 percent of
the total.

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2.1.2 Form of legal organization

Most of construction establishments,
93.2 percent were individual proprietor.
Followed by those, which were in the form
of juristic partnership was 6.0 percent. The
establishments in the form of company
limited or public company limited was 0.8
percent.

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2.1.3 Form of economic organization
Most of construction establishments
in the Northeastern region (99.7 percent)
were in the form of single unit. While the
establishments were the head office and
branch or subsidiary, of 0.2 percent and 0.1
percent respectively.

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2.1.4 Construction status

Data concerning construction status
of the establishments, which more than one
characteristic can be done by an establishment,
it was found that most establishments 62.9
percent were subcontractor only labour. The
following was main contractor of 36.6 percent.
For the establishment subcontractor and
subcontracting parts to others were 6.2 and
2.4 percent respectively.

Construction status
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2.1.5 Period of operation

Considering the period of operation,
most of the construction establishments
(41.1 percent) operated their business for
10 - 19 years. The establishments operated
their business for 5 - 9 years and less than 5
years were 33.8 percent and 12.9 percent
respectively. For the establishments operated
their business for 20 - 29 years and 30 years
or more were 85 and 3.7 percent

respectively.

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2.1.6 Registered capital

Ficure F shows data concerning
registered capital of construction establishments
in the Northeastern region, that there were
totally 870 establishments. Most of them
(61.6 percent) had 1 - 9 million baht of
registered capital. Followed by those, which
had less than 1 million baht of registered
capital, was 17.7 percent and 12.9 percent,
had 10 - 49 million baht.

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2.1.7 Maximum capability
Establishments maximum capability,
80.2 percent was less than 1 million baht in
the Northeastern region. For the establishments
with 50 million baht or more of maximum
capability was the least proportion of 0.7
percent.

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2.1.8 Use of imported construction

material

Data concerning imported construction
materials of construction establishments in
the Northeastern region. Figure H shows that,
there were totally 18 establishments imported
constructions materials, most of them 42.2
percent used of imported construction
materials with 10 - 19%. Followed by those,
which imported construction material with
20 - 29% and more than 30% were 26.3 and
21.0 percent respectively.

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2.1.9 Construct of government

The construction establishments in
the Northeastern region, 6.5 percent,
constructed for government. Out of these,
establishments  did

construction business with the government

49.2 percent of

50% or more. The second is to get from the
government between 10 - 199%, with 15.9
percent. There was 50 percent of
establishments did the construction business

with the government between 40 - 49%.

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2.1.10 Class of construction industry
The results of the survey show
that, they were in totally 12,826 establishments
in the Northeastern region. Most of them
(48.6 percent) were engaged in construction
of buildings. Followed by those engaged in
site preparation was 35.4 percent. For the
establishments engaged in building completion
and finishing and electrical installation were
5.3 and 3.7 percent respectively. The other
class of construction industry, not mentioned
above had rather low proportion; each had

less than 3.0 percent of the total (table A).

2.2 Principal statistics by size of establishment
and class of construction industry
2.2.1 Persons engaged and remuneration
1) Number of persons engaged
Focusing on the number of
persons engaged in construction establishments,
table B shows that in 2013, there were
totally 62,585 persons worked in construction
establishments in the Northeastern region.
Most of them (42.0 percent or 26,301

persons) worked in establishments with 1 - 5

persons engaged.

Considering by class of
construction industry, it was found that 62.7
percent or 39,258 persons worked in
construction of buildings. Followed by those
worked in site preparation and construction
of roads and railways were 16.5 and 10.1
percent respectively. The other class of
construction industry not mentioned above,
each class had rather low proportion of

persons engaged less than 5.0 percent.

2) Number of employees

In terms of employees, there
were in total 46,576 persons. Most of them
worked in establishments with 6 - 10 persons
14,748 persons or 31.7 percent.

Considering by  class  of
construction industry, it was found that the
establishments engaged in construction of
buildings had the highest proportion of
employees, 67.8 percent. Followed by those
engaged in construction of roads and
railways and site preparation were 12.9 and
10.3 percent respectively. The other class of
construction industry not mentioned above,
each class had the proportion of employees
less than 4.0 percent.

3) Remuneration

In 2013, the employees in the
Northeastern region received the total
remuneration about 3,380.69 million baht or
72,584 baht per person annually. The
employees worked in establishments with
more than 20 persons received the highest
annual remuneration of 105,217 baht per
persons. For employees worked in other size
of establishment, each size received the
annual remuneration less than 90,000 baht
per person.

Considering by class  of
construction industry, it was found that
employees worked in construction of roads
and railways received the highest annual
remuneration, of 102,589 baht per person.
Followed by those working in electrical
installation received 78,216 baht per
persons. For the employees worked in
demolition the lowest annual remuneration
of 57,547 baht per person.

2.2.2 Value of gross output, intermediate
consumption and value added

For the value of gross output,
intermediate consumption and value added
of construction establishments in the
Northeastern region, table C shows that there
were totally 35,805.34 million baht, 23,571.45
million baht and 12,233.89 million baht
respectively. Comparing the value added to
value gross output, it was 34.2 percent.

Considering by size of establishment,
it was found that establishments more than
20 persons had the highest proportion
of value of gross output, intermediate
consumption and value added, of 57.6, 59.4
and 54.1 percent respectively. Moreover, the
highest value added to value of gross output,
was from the small size establishment with
1 - 5 persons, of 38.9 percent.

Considering by class of construction
industry, it was found that most value of
gross output, intermediate consumption and
value added were from construction of
building of 50.9, 50.8 and 51.1 percent
respectively. For establishments engaged in
construction of roads and railways contributed
value of gross output, intermediate consumption
and value added, of 33.9, 34.8 and 32.1
percent respectively. The other class of
construction of industry was rather low
proportion each class had less than 11.0

percent (table C).

2.2.3 Average value of gross output and
average value added per establishment

gross output in each class, it reveals that the
establishments engaged in other construction
installation had the highest proportion of
42.7 percent. Followed by those were from
electrical installation and plumbing, heat
and air-conditioning installation had the

Table D shows the construction
establishments in the Northeastern region
had average value of gross output and
average value added per establishment

accounted the highest average value of gross
output and average value added, 102.12
million baht and 32.78 million baht per
establishment  respectively. For  the
establishments with 1 — 5 persons engaged
accounted the lowest average value of gross
output and average value added was 669,600
baht and 260,600 baht per establishment
respectively.



Considering by class of construction
industry, it was found that the establishments
engaged in construction of roads and
railways had the highest average value of
gross output and value added per
establishment 53.70 million baht and 17.37
million baht respectively. The following was
from construction of other civil engineering
projects (6.96 million baht and 1.93 million
baht per establishment respectively). The
establishments engaged in other construction
installation had the lowest average value of
gross output and value added per
establishment of 481,900 baht and 205,600
baht respectively.

2.2.4 Average value of gross output
and value added per person
Looking at the average value of
gross output and average value added per
person, it was found that construction
establishments had the average value of
gross output and average value added of
572,100 baht and 195,500 baht per persons

respectively.  Considering by size of
establishment, it reveals that the
establishments with more than 20 persons
had the highest average value of gross
output and average value added of 1.91
million baht and 612,300 baht per person
respectively. While the establishments with
6 — 10 persons engaged had the lowest
average value of gross output and average
value added per person of 228,900 baht and
86,800 baht respectively.

In term of average value of gross
output and average value added per person
in each class construction of industry, it was
found that establishments engaged in
construction roads and railways had the
highest average value of gross output and
average value added per person, of 1.92
million baht and 620,400 baht respectively.
However, establishments engaged in other
construction installation had the lowest
average value of gross output and average
value added per person of 198,800 baht and
84,800 baht respectively.

2.3 Data comparison of construction
establishments during 5 years
Comparing the data of the 2014 and
the 2008 Construction Industry Survey in the
Northeastern region which the operation
period was of the year in 2013 and 2007, it
was found that construction establishments
increased by 28.2 percent, as well as the
number of persons engaged increased by 5.8
percent. However, average number of persons
engaged per establishment decreased from 6
person to 5 persons or decreased by 16.9

percent.

In terms of employment, the number
of employees decreased by 2.9 percent. The
average number of employees per
establishment decreased from 5 persons to 4
persons per establishment or decreased by
25.0 percent due to lacking in labour. The
remuneration is increased by 46.2 percent.

The value of gross output, intermediated
consumption and value added of construction
establishments increased by 17.3 percent,
20.2 percent and 12.4 percent respectively.

The survey results were presented at provincial level and regional level. At the regional

level, the results were presented separately for Bangkok, Vicinity (Samut Prakan, Nonthaburi,

Pathum Thani, Nakhon Pathom and Samut Sakhon) and the remaining provinces were classified by

region.

3. Data Collection
The interviewing method was employed in data collection. The enumerators who are
permanent and temporary staff of the National Statistical Office were sent out to interview the

owners or the entrepreneurs of manufacturing establishments during June 1 to July 31, 2015.

4. Data Processing

The information of establishments in provincial areas was processed at the provincial office
with the technical supports from the central office, e.g. preparation of the software programs for
data entry and tabulation, and drafting form of the report. Those data were aggregated to regions
and the whole kingdom, as well as the detailed information of the establishments was processed

at the central office.

5. In Round Figures

The summation of each amount may not equal to the total due to rounding.

6. Errors of the Data

Data presented in this report might be subject to sampling and non-sampling errors. For
instance, errors from the imputation for missing values and non-response, intentional misreporting
and errors arising at coding and data entry stages. However, the NSO tried its best to minimize such

errors, thus the data should be used with appropriate cautions.

7. Data Presentation and Reporting
Results of the operational information of construction establishments are presented into 2
levels of publication.
1) Preliminary report of the region and the whole kingdom level.
2) Regional and Whole Kingdom level report of consists of 7 volumes, i.e.
Bangkok, Vicinity, Central region, Northern region, Northeastern region, Southern region and Whole

and 43909

3. From of Legal organization
Individual proprietor
Refers to a privately-owned establishment or an establishment owned by or
organized in the from of partnership, but not registered.
Juristic partnership
Refers to an establishment which was legally registered by at least 2 persons who
were bound together to from and share there responsibilities in a business.
Company limited or public company limited
Company limited
Refers to an establishment, which was established and legally registered by
an initiative group of at least 7 persons.
Public company limited
Refers to an establishment, which was established and legally registered by
an initiative group of at least 15 persons.
Others

Refers to establishment other than those mentioned earlier.



4. Form of economic organization
Single unit
Refers to an establishment which was not a branch of any establishment or which
had no branch or subsidiary.
Head office is a head quarter establishment, which owned or controlled their branches or
subsidiary unit.
Branch or subsidiary
Refer to an establishment, which was a branch or a subsidiary of another

establishment.

5. Persons engaged
This refers to paid and unpaid workers working at the end of the pay period nearest to
December of the year. It also included persons who normally worked in the establishment but
were absent during the referred period due to illness or on leave with pay.
Persons engaged are classified as follows,
Unpaid workers
Refer to the owners or business partners who managed or participated in
the management of the establishment but received no wages or salaries and persons living in the
household of the owners or partners, or any other persons who are working for the establishment
at least 20 hours a week without regular pay.
Laborers
Refer to skilled and unskilled employees who were directly engaged in
construction process and related activities, such as bricklayers, concrete workers, roof tillers,
painters etc.
Professional workers
Refer to persons who were engaged in research or in applying theories or
techniques in construction work, such as architecture, engineer and technician etc.
Other employees
Refer to all employees other laborers and professional workers, such as
salaried manager and director, office clerks, typists, book keepers and sale agents etc.
Excluded the persons engaged were as follows;
1) Managers or directors paid solely for their attendance at meeting of the board of
director.
2) Persons from other establishment working at this establishment.
3) Persons who were on leave for persons who were on leave for military services
or one who had obtained long leave or were on strike.

4) Persons who were employed to work occasionally such as labored etc.



6. Remuneration
Wages/salaries
Refer to all payments paid to the employees during January - December
2013, whether they were paid by monthly, weekly, daily, hourly or piece-work basis.
Overtime, bonus, special payment, cost of living allowance and commission
Refer to all payments paid to employees for an extra work
Fringe benefits
Refer to all payments in addition to wages or salaries paid to employees such as
food, beverages, lodgings, rent, medical care, transportation recreational and entertainment
services etc. Payments might be in cash or in kind.
Employer's contribution to social security
Refers to all payments made by employers in respect of their employees, to social
security schemes for the benefits received by the employees, in respect of absence from work
during employment, injury, accident disability, maternity and death. Those contributions are, for

example, social security fund, workmen's compensation fund and health insurance etc.

7. Purchase of construction materials and components
Refer to the cost of all types of materials used in construction process e.g. timber, cement,
concrete, metal, stone, soil, sand, soil aggregate, asphalt etc., including components such as
windows, doors concrete sewer, paint, glass, tiles, escalator, roof streetcar and small equipment.

The value should be at envious price.

8. Cost of contract and commission work
Refer to the total amount of money that an establishment has paid to other

establishment in advance and/or when the work has been finished during the year 2013.

9. Cost of repair and maintenance work done by others
This covers the total cost of current repair and maintenance services on machinery and
other fixed assets of the establishment. Current repair and maintenance services are those
required to make good of any breakage or to keep fixed assets in proper working condition,
including those of other establishments in the same enterprise.

10. Other expenses
Refer to other expenses in operating construction business, such as bidding, plan, fee etc.

11. Value of construction or receipts of construction establishment
Refer to value of all construction work actually performed in such as work dine for which
is a main contractor, work done by subcontractors, and own - labour force work.



12. Value of stocks

This refer to the values of stocks of goods, all materials, parts and components, work in
progress value of finished buildings owned by the establishments, regardless of where they were
physically located.

Value of stocks at the beginning of the year refer to the value of construction materials
and components work in progress and value of finished buildings, as of January 1, 2013

Value of stocks at the end of the year refer to the value of construction materials and
components work in progress and value of finished buildings, as of December 31, 2013

13. Change in value of stocks
Refer to the difference between the value of stocks at the beginning of the year 2013, and
at the end of the year 2013, (Value at the beginning of the year - Value at the end)

14. Other operating expenses
Refer to other expenses paid for operating the business. It includes amounts paid for rent
on land, rent on building, vehicle, machine and equipment, electricity, were supply, repair and
maintenance of computer accessories, accountancy and consulting services, postage, telegram,
telephone, interest paid, bad debt, advertising etc.

15. Receipts for repair and maintenance work done for others
This item covers the value, at actual invoice prices of repair, maintenance work rendered
to other establishments or to individual customers. Services provided to other establishments
within the same enterprises include labour and overhead cost, charges for materials supplied by
the establishment in the course of the work.

16. Other receipts
Refers to receipts of establishments other than receipts from running all types of

construction business.

17. Book value of fixed assets
Refer to the net value of fixed assets after deducting the accumulated depreciation at the
end of the year. Fixed Assets are land, building, machinery and equipment, and vehicles etc.
Included are major additions, alternations, and improvements to fixed assets during January -

December, 2013 in order to extend their normal life or raise their productivity.

18. Gross addition to fixed assets
This refers to the difference between the sum of the value of new and used fixed assets

acquired during the year 2013 and the value of sales of fixed assets.



19. Value added

Value added = Value of gross output — Intermediate consumption
