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PREFACE

Manufacturing statistical data is vital to economic development planning of the country and to
private’s investment planning as well. The National Statistical Office (NSO), which is responsible for
collecting and compiling statistical data for various fields, has conducted the Manufacturing Industry
Survey in order to provide basic manufacturing industry information needed by both government and

private sectors.

At present Small and Medium Enterprise (SMEs) have play a very important roles in country
economy. Therefore, in order to support the user’ needs in making use of these data, this publication
presents the results of the survey into 6 size of establishments according to number of persons engaged,
which the SMEs can be focused establishment with 1 - 15, 16 - 25, 26 - 30, 31 - 50, 51 - 200 and more

than 200 persons.

This is the 22" Manufacturing Industry Survey. The results of the survey are published into 7
volumes, i.e. the Whole Kingdom, Bangkok, Vicinity and the other four regions. The data presented in
this publication are the manufacturing establishments with one person engaged or more in the Whole
Kingdom in the year 2003 (January 1 - December 31, 2002). Survey results are presented into 2 section
i.e. section 1 operation information of establishments by size of establishment and section 2 operation
information of establishments by category of industry. However, more details of information are available

at the Economic and Social Statistics Bureau, NSO.

The National Statistical Office would like to express her sincere gratitude to all entrepreneurs and

all those concerned for their kind cooperation in contributing to the success of the survey.

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CHAPTER 1
INTRODUCTION

1.1 Objective

The Manufacturing Industry Survey is conducted by the National Statistical Office with the main
objective of collecting basic information on manufacturing establishment, such as number of establishments,
number of persons engaged, number of employees, compensation, value of raw materials, parts and
components purchased, sales value of goods produced and purchased for resale, inventory and value of fixed
assets. Such data might be useful for the government in formulating its policies of manufacturing
development and investment promotion. Besides, the data might also be useful for private sectors in making

their decision on investment or increasing their productivity.
1.2 Scope and coverage of the survey

The establishments under the scope of this survey were those engaged primarily in manufacturing
industry (Category D of the International Standard Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities; ISIC:
Rev.3) The survey covered all manufacturing establishments with at least one person engaged, located in
fixed premises in Bangkok, Pattaya, municipal areas and non-municipal areas, forming as sub district

administration organization, throughout the country.



1.3 Reference period

All information collected refers to the operation period of establishment during January 1 to

December 31, 2002
1.4 Concepts and definitions
1) Manufacturing establishments

Refer to establishments engaged in manufacturing which is defined as the mechanical or
chemical transformation of substances into new products whether the work is performed by power-driven
machines or by hand, whether it is done in a factory, a workshop or a home, and whether the products are sold

wholesale or retail. The assembly of component parts of manufactured products is considered manufacturing.
2) Manufacturing industry classification

In this survey, manufacturing industry activities are classified according to the International
Standard Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities (ISIC : Rev.3) category D : Manufacturing. The

arrangement of ISIC structure are as follows;

Divisions are the sub-categories identified by the first two digits code. There are totally 23
divisions ranging from 15 - 37.

Classes are the single industries classified in the groups and identified by four digits code.
There are totally 127 classes ranging from 1511 - 3720.

3) Form of legal organization

Individual proprietor
Refers to a privately-owned establishment or an establishment owned by or

organized in the form of partnership, but not registered.

Juristic partnership
Refers to an establishment which is legally registered by at least 2 persons who were

bound together to form and share there responsibilities in a business.

Company limited or Public company limited
Company limited
Refers to an establishment which was established and legally registered by an
initiative group of at least 7 persons.
Public company limited
Refers to an establishment which was established and legally registered by an

initiative group of at least 15 persons.



Government or State enterprise
Refers to an establishment which entirely owned by the government or more

than 50 percent of its shares belonged to the government.

Cooperatives
Refer to an establishment which was organized on cooperative lines and

registered under the Cooperation Act. with an initiative group of not less than 10 persons.

Others

Refer to establishments other than those mentioned earlier.

4) Form of economic organization

Single unit
Refers to an establishment which was not a branch of any establishment or which

had no branch or subsidiary.
Head office is a head quarter establishment which owned or controlled their branches or

subsidiary units.

Branch or Subsidiary
Refers to an establishment which was a branch or a subsidiary of another

establishment.

5) Technology information and communication of establishment

Computer
Refer to all computers which are still in good condition and used in business
operation such as the personal computer or note book.
Excluding the computer which is out of order or small computer (size as of
calculator)
Internet
Refer to establishment use of internet via computer which links to internet, it may be
computer leased line or connected dial-up via telephone line. Establishments may use the internet its own
web-site.
Excluding in the use of internet linked to part of equipment that is not

computer, such as use of internet via mobile phone etc.



6) Persons engaged
Refer to persons who worked in or for the establishment, including working proprietors,
active business partners, unpaid workers and workers permanently worked outside the establishment.
Exclusion are managers or directors paid solely for their attendance at meeting of the board of director,

persons from other establishments working at this establishment and home workers.

Persons engaged are classified as follows,
Unpaid workers

Refer to the owners or business partners who managed or participated in the
management of the establishment but received no wages/salaries and persons living in the household of the
owners or partners, or any other persons who are working for the establishment at least 20 hours a week
without regular pay.

Operatives

Refer to persons who were directly engaged in the production or other related
activities of the establishment and received pay in terms of wages or salaries.

Skill labour refer to workers in production line who have been train at least 3
months or who have work experience at least 5 years in specific works e.g. special in machine maintenance
producers or setting equipment, machine controller and assembler etc.

Unskill labour refer to workers in production line who have been train before work
at least 2 weeks e.g. Machine tenders, worker in factories and caretakers etc.

Other employees

Refer to all employees other than operatives as define earlier. They included
administrative, technical and clerical personnel such as salaried managers and directors, laboratory and
research workers, clerks, typists, book-keepers, administrative supervisors, salesmen and the like.

7) Remuneration

Wages/salaries
Refer to all payments paid to the employees during January - December 2002,
whether they were paid by monthly, weekly, daily, hourly or piece-work basis.
Overtime, bonus, special payment, cost of living allowance and commission
Refer to all payments paid to employees for an extra work
Fringe benefits
Refer to all payments in addition to wages or salaries paid to employees such as
food, beverages, lodgings, rent, medical care, transportation recreational and entertainment services etc.

Payments might be in cash or in kind.



Employer's contribution to social security
Refers to all payments made by employers in respect of their employees, to social
security schemes for the benefits received by the employees, in respect of absence from work during
employment, injury, accident disability, maternity and death. Those contributions are, for example, social

security fund, workmen's compensation fund and health insurance etc.

8) Purchase of materials and components
Refer to the total value of raw materials, parts and components purchased by establishments,
head office or purchasing agencies for production during January-December 2002. It includes value of those
purchased or owned by the establishment but consumed by other enterprises in making products for the
establishment under contract. The value also includes cost of transportation, custom duties and other expenses

related.

9) Cost of fuels
Refer to the cost of all fuels consumed for heat and power, except fuels that enter the

product.

10) Cost of electricity used in production process
Refer to the total value of electricity purchased by the establishment during January -
December, 2002. It also includes the value of electricity generated in generating section of other

establishment in the same enterprise.

11) Cost of contract and commission work
Refer to the total amount paid to other establishments for their work done or services

rendered. Generally, materials are supplied by the customers.

12) Cost of repair and maintenance work done by others
This covers the total cost of current repair and maintenance services on buildings and other
fixed assets of the establishment. Current repair and maintenance services are those required to make good of
any breakage or to keep fixed assets in proper working condition, including those of other establishments in

the same enterprise.

13) Purchase of goods for resale

Refer to cost of all goods purchased to be resold without any transformation or processing.

14) Value of stocks



This refer to the values of stocks of goods, all materials, parts and components, owned by the
establishments, regardless of where they were kept.

Value of stocks at the beginning of the year refer to the value of goods, all materials, parts
and components, as of January 1, 2002

Value of stocks at the end of the year refer to the value of goods, all materials, parts and

components, as of December 31, 2002

15) Change in value of stocks
Refer to the difference between the value of stocks at the end of the year 2002, and at the

beginning of the year 2002, (Value at the end - Value at the beginning of the year)

16) Other operating expenses
Refer to other expenses paid for operating the business. It includes amounts paid for rent on
land, rent on building, depreciation of all fixed assets, water supply, electricity (excluding cost of electricity

used in production) postage, telegram, telephone, interest paid, bad debt, advertising etc.

17) Sales of goods produced
Refer to the value of sales, during January 1 - December 31, 2002, of all goods produced
either by the establishment itself, or by other establishments under contract and commission as well as the
value of goods produced for own use or providing to employees as of fringe benefits. Included are value of
goods transferred from the producing establishment to their head office and branches or to their wholesale and

retail organizations under the same ownership and value of sales of scrap and refuse.

18) Sales of goods purchased for resale

Refer to value of all goods that were resold without any transformation or processing.

19) Receipts for contract and commission work
This item includes the value of contract and commission work done for others on materials
owned by them. Similar work done for other establishments of the same enterprise, should be included and
valued at an estimated market price or the actual cost. Excluded is the value of material supplied to the

establishment doing the contract work.



20) Receipts for repair and installation work done for others
This item covers the value, at actual invoice prices of repair, maintenance and installation
work rendered to other establishments or to individual customers. Services provided to other establishments
within the same enterprises include labour and overhead costs, charges for materials supplied by the

establishment in the course of the work.

21) Other receipts
This item refer to the value of electricity sold by the establishment and value of the by-

product sold.

22) Book value of fixed assets
Refer to the net value of fixed assets after deducting the accumulated depreciation at the end
of the year. Fixed Assets are land, building, machinery and equipments, vehicles and office appliances etc.
Included are major additions, alternations, and improvements to fixed assets during January - December,

2002 in order to extend their normal life or raise their productivity.

23) Depreciation

Refers to a decrease in the value of fixed assets through normal wear and tear.

24) Value added
The value added is computed as follows;

Value added = Value of gross output - Intermediate consumption

Value of gross output refers to receipts of establishment in 2002, as follows;
(1) Sales of goods produced
(2) Sales of goods purchased for resale
(3) Receipts for contract and commission work
(4) Receipts for repair and installation work done for others
(5) Receipts for rent on building, vehicles, machinery and equipment

and other receipts

(6) Change in value of stocks of goods



Intermediate consumption refers to all expenses on the production process of goods or
services in the establishment in 2002, it covers items as follows;
(1) Purchase of materials and components
(2) Cost of fuels
(3) Cost of electricity used in production process
(4) Cost of contract and commission work
(5) Cost of repair and maintenance work done by others
(6) Purchase of goods for resale
(7) Other expenses (Other operating expenses minus value of rent on land, interest paid,
bad debt and losses of currency exchange).

(8) Change in value of stocks of raw materials, parts and components



CHAPTER 2

METHODOLOGY AND PROCEDURES

2.1 Sample design

The survey covered the 64 type of manufacturing activities (4 digits code) and the establishments
engaged in the manufacturing with 1 person or more at work. A Stratified Systematic Sampling was
adopted for the survey. Bangkok and regions were constituted strata while type of manufacturing activities
and group of manufacturing establishment were constituted sub-stratum. The sampling units were

establishments.

Stratification
Bangkok and regions were constituted strata. There were altogether 6 strata. Establishment in each
stratum were divided into 64 types of manufacturing activities (4 digits code) and 12 groups according to
the number of persons as follows :
Group 1 The establishments with 1 - 5 persons.
Group 2 The establishments with 6 - 10 persons.
Group 3 The establishments with 11 - 15 persons.
Group 4 The establishments with 16 - 20 persons.
Group 5 The establishments with 21 - 25 persons.
Group 6 The establishments with 26 - 30 persons.
Group 7 The establishments with 31 - 50 persons.
Group 8 The establishments with 51 - 100 persons.
Group 9 The establishments with 101 - 200 persons.
Group 10 The establishments with 201 - 500 persons.
Group 11 The establishments with 501 - 1,000 persons.

Group 12 The establishments with more than 1,000 persons

Selection of sampling unit

The sample selection of establishments were performed separately and independently in each
type of manufacturing activity (4 digits code) and group of manufacturing establishment. They were
selected by using systematic sampling. The total sample establishments were 17,612 from 359,657
establishments.

The total number of sample establishments selected for enumeration by region and group was

as follows :

2.2 Method of estimation

The survey results were presented at regional level. The results were presented separately for
Bangkok, Vicinity (Samut Prakan province, Nonthaburi province, Pathum Thani province, Nakhon
Pathom province and Samut Sakhon province) and the remaining provinces were classified by region.

Each report was divided into 6 groups according to the number of workers as follows :

1. The establishment with 1 - 15 persons.

2. The establishment with 16 - 25 persons.
3. The establishment with 26 - 30 persons.
4. The establishment with 31 - 50 persons.
5. The establishment with 51 - 200 persons.
6. The establishment with more than 200 persons.

2.3 Data collection
The interviewing method was employed in data collection. The enumerators who are permanent
and temporary staff of the National Statistical Office were sent out to interview the owners or the

entrepreneurs of the sampled manufacturing establishments during June — September 2003.

2.4 Errors of the data

Data presented in this report might be subject to sampling and non-sampling errors. For instance,
errors from the imputation for missing values and non-response, intentional misreporting and errors
arising at coding and data entry stages. However, the NSO tried its best to minimize such errors, thus the

data should be used with appropriate cautions.



2.5 In Round figures

The summation of each amount may not equal to the total due to rounding.

2.6 Limitations of the Data

Data shown in the statistical tables was classified by division of industry (two-digit code) and by
class of industry (four-digit code). In estimating the data for each group of industry, separate sets of
weight were used. Consequently, the summation of detail figures may differ from the corresponding grand

total.



CHAPTER 3
SUMMARY RESULTS

3.1 General information of manufacturing establishments
1) Number and size of establishments

The results of the 2003 Manufacturing Industry Survey, which the information of 2002
were collected, show that there were 359,616 manufacturing establishments, with 1 person engaged or
more located in municipal areas and non-municipal areas in the Whole Kingdom. Out of these, 339,376
establishments or about 94.4 percent were small scale establishments (1 - 15 persons). Followed by those,
with 16 - 25 persons and 51 - 200 persons, were about 6,296 establishments or about 1.7 percent and 5,656
establishments or about 1.6 percent respectively. For the establishments, with 31 - 50 persons and more
than 200 persons were about 1.1 and 0.8 percent respectively. While the establishments with 26 - 30

persons, had the lowest proportion was about 0.4 percent of the total number.

2) Form of legal organization

It was found that, most manufacturing establishments, about 75.7 percent, were individual
proprietor. Followed by those, which were in the form of government, state enterprise, cooperative and
others were about 16.3 percent. Establishments, which were company limited, public company limited and

juristic partnership were about 5.2 and 2.8 percent respectively.

3) Form of economic organization

For the form of economic organization, it shows that most of the establishments in the
Whole Kingdom were single unit, with the high proportion of about 97.8 percent. Followed by those,

which were in from of branch or subsidiary and head office, of about 1.4 and 0.8 percent respectively.

4) Period of operation

Considering the period of operation, it was found that about one third or about 35.6
percent of establishments, operated their business less than 5 years. Followed by those, operated for 5 - 9
years and 10 - 19 years, which were about 28.7 and 23.6 percent respectively. The establishments operated
their business for 20 - 29 years was about 8.6 percent. The rest of about 3.5 percent, operated for 30 years

5) Division of industry

Considering the manufacturing establishments by division of industry, table 2 illustrates
that in the Whole Kingdom, most establishments were engaged in the manufacture of food products and
beverages, which was about 27.9 percent. Followed by those engaged in manufacture of wearing
apparel; dressing and dyeing of fur, manufacture of textiles and manufacture of wood and of products of
wood and cork, (except furniture), manufacture of articles of straw and plaiting materials which were
about 19.6, 16.3 and 12.5 percent respectively. While the manufacture of fabricated metal products,
except machinery and equipment and manufacture of furniture; manufacturing n.e.c. were about 7.1 and

6.1 percent respectively. The other divisions of industry not mentioned above, each, had less than 5.0

percent of total number of establishment.

6) Register capital

Data concerning registered capital of manufacturing establishments in the Whole
Kingdom, table 3 shows that there were totally 24,294 establishments. Most of them (about 73.9 percent)
had less than 10 million baht of register capital. Followed by those, which had 10 - 99 million baht of
register capital, was about 19.9 percent. The rest, of about 6.2 percent, had 100 million baht or more and
was found in manufacture of office, accounting and computing machinery with the highest proportion

(about 31.0 percent).

7) Foreign investment or share holding and Export

Table 4 shows that most of manufacturing establishments (about 99.0 percent) had no foreign

investment or share holding, while the rest of about 1.0 percent did and manufacture of office, accounting and

computing machinery had the highest proportion of foreign investment (41.9 percent). The following was

manufacture of radio, television and communication equipment and apparatus (38.8 percent). For export, it

was found that only 1.8 percent of establishments had exported to other countries. Manufacture which had the

highest proportion of exporting were manufacture of radio, television and communication equipment and

apparatus (about 41.6 percent) and manufacture of office, accounting and computing machinery (35.5

percent).

For exports of goods of manufacturing in the Whole Kingdom, table 5 shows that there
were only 6,424 establishments. Most of them (about 54.6 percent) exported 50 % or more of the total
product. About 28.2 percent was exported less than 20 %. The rest of about 17.2 percent, exported
between 20 - 49 %. For the countries which the establishments export to, the result found that the
establishments exported to Japan about 19.9 percent, U.S.A was about 18.4 percent and the country in

Europe was about 14.5 percent.

8) Imported materials
Data concerning imported materials of manufacturing in the Whole Kingdom, table 6
shows that there were totally 8,962 establishments imported material from abroad. Most of them (about
27.9 percent) imported less than 20 % of the total value of material. Followed by those, which imported
20 - 49 % was about 27.6 percent. The establishments consumed material from abroad 80 % or more and
50 - 79 % of the total materials, were about 24.6 and 19.9 percent respectively.

9.1 Computer

Looking at the use of information and communication technology of establishments in the

Whole Kingdom (table 7). It was found that most of them (about 93.2 percent) had no computer. While

the rest of about 6.8 percent had used of computers. Out of these, there were totally 233,765 units of

computers facilitated business process and the total number of 311,686 staffs using computers in their

normal work routines.

In term of size of establishment, it was found that the large scale establishments (more
than 200 persons) had the highest proportion about 98.2 percent of use of computers. Followed by those,
with 51 - 200 persons was about 88.9 percent. For the number computers facilitated business process and
staffs using computers in their normal work routines, it was found that the large scale establishments
(more than 200 persons) had about 146,499 units or 62.7 percent and 198,278 persons or 63.6 percent
respectively. The other sizes had computers facilitated business process and staffs using computers in their
normal work routines, less than 25.0 percent.

Considering by division of industry, it appears that all establishments engaged in
manufacture of office, accounting and computing machinery, used of computers. Followed by those,
engaged in manufacture of radio, television and equipment and apparatus and manufacture of coke,
refined petroleum products and nuclear fuel were about 78.7 and 73.3 percent respectively. It is noted that
the manufacture of food products and beverages had the highest number computers facilitated business
process about 29,888 units, while the manufacture of radio, television and communication equipment and
apparatus which had 78.7 percent of using computer, had the highest number of staff using computer in

their normal work routine, about 39,518 persons.

9.2 Access to the internet

Table 8 shows that most of them (about 347,707 establishments or about 96.7percent) did
not access to the internet. While those accessed to the internet were about 11,909 establishments or 3.3
percent. Out of these, use of web site was about 30.9 percent.

The majority of the internet using was found in the large scale establishments (more than
200 persons), about 86.3 percent. Followed by those, with 51 - 200 persons and 31 - 50 persons were
about 63.5 and 35.1 percent respectively. It is noted that the establishments which had the higher
proportion of access to the internet, the higher proportion of use of web site.

Looking at the use of the internet in each division of industry, it was found that all
establishments engaged in manufacture of office, accounting and computing machinery accessed to the
internet. While the establishments engaged in manufacture of coke, refined petroleum products and
nuclear fuel had the highest proportion of use of web site was about 65.0 percent. Followed by those,
engaged in manufacture of other transport equipment and manufacture of rubber and plastic product,

which were about 46.2 and 41.9 percent respectively.

9.3 Internet access and activities

Table 9 illustrates manufacturing establishments which used of the internet (about 11,909
establishments), most of them (about 53.2 percent) had accessed to the internet by internet package. About 47.8
and 4.1 percent, access to the internet via ISP subscriber and internet café respectively. For the purposes of
internet activities, about 81.1 and 77.2 percent of establishments had access to the internet for information

searches and electronic mail respectively.

Considering by size of establishments, it was found that the large scale establishments
accessed to the internet by ISP subscriber and their internet activities was electronic mail. While the small
scale establishments indicated the method of access to the internet via internet package and their internet
activities was information searches.

Considering by division of industry, it was found that establishments engaged in
manufacture of fabricated metal products, (except machinery and equipment) which the used of internet
was greatest (about 1,885 establishments), indicated the method of access to internet via internet package
and their internet activities were information searches (about 37.4 and 63.5 percent respectively).
Followed by those engaged in manufacture of rubber and plastic products which use of internet about
1,171 establishments, access to the internet by ISP subscriber (about 58.4 percent) and their internet

activities was information searches (about 85.2 percent).



3.2 Principal statistics by size of establishment and division of industry
1) Persons engaged and remuneration
(1) Number of persons engaged

Focusing on the number of persons engaged in manufacturing establishments, table 10
shows that in 2002, there were totally 3.9 million persons worked in manufacturing establishments with 1
person engaged or more in the Whole Kingdom. Most of them (about 51.1 percent or about 2.0 million
persons) worked in establishments with more than 200 persons.

Considering by division of industry, it was found that about 831,208 persons or 21.4
percent worked in manufacture of food products and beverages. Followed by those worked in
manufacture of textiles and manufacture of wearing apparel; dressing and dyeing of fur about 10.2 and
10.1 percent respectively. Persons engaged in manufacture of furniture; manufacturing n.e.c. and
manufacture of rubber and plastic products were about 8.0 and 6.2 percent respectively. The other
divisions of industry not mentioned above, each, had the proportion of persons engaged less than 5.0

percent of the total number.

(2) Average number of persons engaged per establishment

The average number of persons engaged per establishment, it was found that, there were
11 workers per establishment. The large scale establishment (more than 200 persons) had the highest
average number of persons engaged per establishment, about 691 persons. The following was those, with
51 - 200 persons was about 101 workers. The establishment with 1 - 15 persons had the lowest average
number of persons engaged per establishment, about 3 workers.

Considering by divisions of industry, it was found that the establishments engaged in
manufacture of office, accounting and computing machinery had the highest average number of persons
engaged per establishment, about 885 workers. Followed by those engaged in manufacture of radio,
television and communication equipment and apparatus was about 411 workers. The lowest average
number of persons engaged, about 4 persons per establishment was manufacture of wood and of products

of wood and cork, except furniture; manufacture of articles of straw and plaiting materials.

(3) Remuneration

The employees in manufacturing establishments in the Whole Kingdom, which were totally
3.4 million persons, received the total remuneration of about 343,102.3 million baht or about 101,463 baht
per person annually. Employees engaged in establishments with more than 200 persons received the
highest annually remuneration of about 120,148 baht per person, followed by those engaged in
establishments with 51 - 200 persons, which was about 102,118 baht per person annually.

Considering by division of industry, it was found that employees engaged in manufacture of
tobacco products received the highest annually remuneration of about 275,017 baht per person. Followed
by those engaged in manufacture of motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers and manufacture of coke,
refined petroleum products and nuclear fuel, which were about 180,462 baht and 173,152 baht
respectively. The lowest annually remuneration of about 51,595 baht per person was employees engaged
in manufacture of wood and of products of wood and cork, except furniture; manufacture of articles of

straw and plaiting materials.

2) Value of gross output and value added

Table 11 shows the value of gross output and value added of manufacturing establishments
with 1 person engaged or more in the Whole Kingdom, were totally 6.3 and 1.4 million million baht
respectively. Comparing the value added to value of gross output, it was about 22.3 percent. Considering
by size of establishment, it was found that the large scale establishments, (more than 200 persons) had the
highest proportion of value of gross output and value added about 79.7 and 74.8 percent respectively.
Comparing value added to value of gross output, the establishments with 1 - 15 persons had the highest
value about 33.1 percent.

Considering by division of industry, it reveals that the establishments, which engaged in
manufacture of radio, television and communication equipment and apparatus had the highest proportion
of value of gross output was about 17.0 percent. The following was from manufacture of food products
and beverages (about 13.6 percent). The other divisions of industry not mentioned above, each, had the
proportion of value of gross output less than 10.0 percent of the totals.

For the value added of manufacturing establishments, it was found that the highest proportion
of value added, about 12.1 percent, was from manufacture of food and products beverages. The following
were from manufacture of radio, television and communication equipment and apparatus and
manufacture of motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers (about 11.9 and 10.8 respectively). The rests not
mentioned above, had relatively low proportion, less than 10.0 percent. For the comparison of value added
to value of gross output, the establishments engaged in manufacture of tobacco products had the highest

proportion about 82.8 percent.

3) Average value of gross output

Table 12, found that in the Whole Kingdom, manufacturing establishments with 1 person or
more had the average value of gross output of about 17.5 million baht per establishment and 1.6 million
baht per person. Considering by size of establishment, it appeared that the large scale establishments
(more than 200 persons) accounted the highest average value of gross output about 1,744.0 million baht
per establishment and 2.5 million baht per person. Followed by those, with 51 - 200 persons had the
average value of gross output about 137.0 million baht per establishment and 1.4 million baht per person.
Meanwhile, the small scale establishments (1 - 15 persons) accounted the lowest average value of gross

output about 732,100 baht per establishment and 248,800 baht per person.

Considering by division of industry, it was found that the establishments engaged in
manufacture of office, accounting and computing machinery had the highest average value of gross output
about 10,518.1 million baht per establishment. The following was from manufacture of coke refined
petroleum products and nuclear fuel (about 5,568.5 million baht). While the establishments engaged in
manufacture of wood and of products of wood and cork, except furniture; manufacture of articles of
straw and plaiting materials had the lowest average value of gross output of about 1.5 million baht per
establishment. For the average value of gross output per person, it was found that establishment engaged
in manufacture of coke, refined petroleum products and nuclear fuel had the highest average value of
gross output of about 74.5 million baht per person and those engaged manufacture of wearing apparel,

dressing and dyeing of fur had the lowest average value of gross output of about 281,100 baht per person.

4) Average value added

Looking at the average value added per establishment and per person, it was found that
manufacturing establishments had the average value added of about 3.9 million baht per establishment
and 360,800 baht per person. Considering by size of establishment, it reveals that large scale
establishments (more than 200 persons) had the highest average value added per establishment and per
person of about 364.7 million baht and 527,500 baht respectively. While the establishments with 1 - 15
persons had the lowest value added per establishment and per person of about 242,600 baht and 82,500
baht respectively.

Considering by division of industry, it was found that the establishments engaged in
manufacture of office, accounting and computing machinery had the highest average value added per
establishment about 1,969.0 million baht. The followings were from manufacture of coke, refined
petroleum products and nuclear fuel and manufacture of radio, television and communication equipment
and apparatus (about 883.8 and 248.9 million baht respectively). For the average value added per person,
it was found that manufacture of office, accounting and computing machinery had the highest average
value added per person was about 11.8 million baht. Establishments engaged in recycling had the lowest

average value added per person was about 73,500 baht. (table 12)

3.3 Data comparison ameong regions

Comparison of the operation information of manufacturing establishments (with one

person engaged or more) among regions, the major findings (Table 13) are as follows;

Number of establishments: there were totally 359,616 establishments. About 47.3
percent was located in the Northeastern region, and 16.6, 11.6, 10.6 and 8.1 percent were located in the
Northern region, in Bangkok, in the Central and in the Southern regions respectively. In the Vicinity, the

proportion was about 5.8 percent of the total establishments in the nation.

Persons engaged: there were totally 3.9 million persons worked in the manufacturing
establishments. About 25.6 percent or 992,042 persons were the workers of establishment located in the
Vicinity. In the Central region, in Bangkok and in the Northeastern region, there were about 23.6, 20.5
and 15.3 percent respectively. Those in the Northern and in the Southern region had less proportions were

about 8.8 and 6.2 percent respectively.

Considering the number of employees it was found that, there were totally 3.4 million
persons worked in manufacturing establishments. About 28.6 percent or 965,716 persons were employees
of the Vicinity. In the Central region, Bangkok and the Northeastern regions, there were proportions of
employee, about 25.3, 22.0 and 10.5 percent respectively. The employees in the Northern and the
Southern regions had lower proportion than the other regions were about 7.6 and 6.0 percent of the totals

employees.

Remuneration of employees in manufacturing establishments throughout the country
was approximately 343,102.3 million baht, or about 101,463 baht per person annually. Employees in the
Central region had the highest annual remuneration of about 130,274 baht per person. Followed by those
in Bangkok, which was 116,243 baht per person. Those in the Northeastern region had the lowest annual

remuneration of about 39,973 baht per person.

Value of gross output of manufacturing establishments was 6.3 million million baht.
On average, establishments had about 17.5 million baht of value of gross output per establishment, or
about 1.6 million baht per person. Establishments located in the Central region had the highest average
value of gross output of 86.2 million baht per establishment and 3.6 million baht per person. Followed by
establishments located in the Vicinity, which had average value of gross output of about 75.1 million baht
per establishment or 1.6 million baht per person. Those in the Northeastern region had the lowest average

gross output of about 1.2 million baht per establishment or 337,900 baht per person.



Value added of manufacturing establishments throughout the country was
approximately 1.4 million million baht. On average, manufacturing establishments contributed about 3.9
million baht of value added per establishment, or about 360,800 baht per person. Comparing the average
value added of establishments among regions, it was observed that establishments in the Vicinity provided
the highest average value added of 17.4 million baht per establishment. Establishments located in the

Northeastern region had the lowest average value added about 292,700 baht per establishment.

For the average value added per person, the establishments located in the Central region
had the highest average value added per person, followed by those located in the Vicinity and in Bangkok.
It is noted that the average value added of the establishment in the Northeastern region was the lowest

average value added per person (about 73,900 baht per person).
