This
report presented in this publication and all in the Northeast Region, in which the National
Statistical Office has collected this information in all provinces and in both municipal and
non-municipal area, in the year of 2018 (May 1 - August 31).

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The National Statistical Office conducted
the Intercensal Survey of Agriculture every 5
years after The Agriculture census. In order to
study the changes and to obtain data on
agricultural structure. The Survey had carried
out in May - August 2018 and covered
household samples in both municipal and non-
municipal areas in every province. The sample
size for the Northeastern Region of this survey
was 15,993 sample holdings, The result of the

survey is as follows.
1. Number and Area of holdings by province

The 2018 Agriculture Intercensal Survey
showed that the total number of
holdings in the Northeastern region was 2.8
million units. By comparing the number of
holdings in the past 10 years (2008 to 2018),
indicates that the number of holdings in the

Northeastern region increased continuously.

2.1 Size of Area of Holdings (farm size)
The number of holdings having an area
under 10 - 39 rais constituted 59.5%, followed
by the holdings with area under 6 - 9 rais
(17.6%). Meanwhile the largest size (140 rais
and over) had only 0.3 %.

2.2 Land tenure types and documentary of
right

Referring to the survey result, it is shown
that the majority of agricultural holdings operated
solely under owned lands (84.6% ). About 9.2%
operated under both owned and non-owned
conditions and the rest was the agricultural
holdings under non-owned lands (6.2%).

When consider from types of documentary
of right, the majority of those owned land units
(66.1 %) are under title deed type NS 5, NS 3, NS 3K
and NS 3Khor

3. Area of Holding by land use types

The total area used for agricultural activity
in the Northeastern region was 52.4 million rais,
use their land planting rice, (64.6 %) followed by
the land used for field crops, (21.0 %) and para
rubber took up 8.7% of the land.

By comparing the survey results from
2013 to 2018, noticed that a similar pattern of
land use. Although the total area covered by
agricultural holdings has decreased from 2013
to 2018 by 4.1% in rice cultivation, field crop,
meanwhile the land under permanent
crops/forest plantation, para rubber plantation,

pasture, livestock, fresh water culture and land

use for others activity increased.

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1.1 Background

In general the National Statistical Office has conducted the Thailand agricultural
census in every ten years period in accordance with the recommendation of the Food and
Agricultural Organization (FAO). The census had been earlier conducted six times: 1950,
1963, 1978, 1993, 2003, and 2013. The census aims to provide basic information on the
fundamental structure of agriculture which will constitute the bases for which policymakers
and planners will continuously formulate plans for development, monitoring, and evaluation
related to agriculture. However, the interval of each census what so long that same data on
agricultural structure might changed. In order study the changes and to obtain data on
agricultural structure for each five years, the National Statistical Office had decided to
conduct the Intercensal survey of agriculture. The survey had been conducted four times:
1983, 1988, 1998, and 2008. The 2018 survey is the fifth round of this kind and collect. This
survey round had extended the scope of agricultural activity and data items as same as the

2013 census.

1.2 Objectives

1) To collect the basic data on the fundamental structure of agriculture as those
used in the 2013 census such as number of agricultural holdings and area holding,
freshwater culture, utilization of land, land tenure status, area under crops/ freshwater
culture, number of livestock, use of fertilizer, use of agricultural machinery, manpower

involved in agricultural activities, etc.

2) The data would be use as a tool in studying changes of agricultural structure

1.3 Expected outcome

Survey data provided to public and private agencies, academic institutions and
international organizations are for the following uses:
1) To develop plans and policies related to agricultural economy in both
national and sub-national levels, and to monitor and evaluate country’s development plans.
2) To study trend and directions of changes in agriculture and economic

growth of the country.

3) To determine and support information for formulating policy about land
distribution for farmer.

4) To develop policy on land use of appropriate crops for each area in order
to maximize the use of land for agriculture.
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5) To provide information on characteristics of farm holders such as sex,
age, work status, income and debt from agricultural activity, education, etc., which can be
used to study the demographic of farm holders and socio-economic status of their
households and the income dependency of agricultural households, in order to
formulate policy for assisting farm holders, especially the poor farmers.

6) To provide information on agricultural manpower for the study on labor
intensive in agriculture and labor migration from rural to urban.

7) To provide information for the compilation of National Accounts in
agricultural sector.

8) To provide data for academic researchers and general publics for studying
an in-depth analysis related to agriculture and relevant issues.



Chapter 2
Statistical methodology

2.1 Target population

The 2018 agriculture intercensal survey covered all agricultural holdings, whether in

municipal or in non-municipal area, throughout the country.

2.2 Scope

The scope of this census round covered the agricultural activities on crops, livestock,
freshwater culture which were operated for selling purpose. Data gathered on these
agricultural activities were:

1. Cultivating crops; rice, para rubber, permanent crops and forest, field crops,
vegetable crops/herb and flower/ornamental plant, pasture, tree nursery and mushroom

culture (including cultivating rice for owned consumption).
2. Rearing livestock; only selected animals which are cattle, buffalo, pig, goat,
sheep, chicken, duck, goose and silkworm (including raising of cattle/buffalo for agricultural

work).

3. Freshwater culture; all kind of fishes.
Including fancy fishes and sea creatures, shrimp and other kinds of freshwater
sea creatures such as frog, soft-shelled turtle, crocodile, etc. (including brackish-water creatures

raised in freshwater area such as giant tiger prawn, snapper, etc.)

2.3 Reference period
1. The survey day : May 1, 2018
2. The previous year : May 1, 2017 - April 30, 2018

2.4 Definitions

1. Holding
A holder refer to a natural person or a juridical person who controls, manages and
makes major decisions over the agricultural holding operation. The holder is responsible for
both technical and financial matters and may undertake all responsibilities directly, or assign
the responsibilities on a manager or a delegate.
1) was performing an agricultural activity on May 1, 2018.
2) owned agricultural land, performing an agricultural activity on rental land or

land owned by other persons or public land regardless of legal permission.
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3) The land may consists of one or more parcels and is located in the same or
different area but must be in the same province.
- Each parcel is used wholly or partly for the purposes of agricultural
production.
- Each parcel may contain a tiny area such as corral, mush room farm, orchid
farm or freshwater culture.
4) The operation should be under one management by single household or at
least 2 households or at least 2 persons in different households or corporation or

government agency or other forms such as agricultural group.

2. Area of holding
Area of holding is the combined area of all the holding's parcels in the province,
including land owned by the holder, rented from others and land under other tenure forms
(Land owned by the holder but rented to others are excluded).
The holding area includes farmyard, land occupied by farm buildings and holder's

house located on the holding.

3. Land tenure
This refers to the arrangements or rights under which the holder holds or uses

holding land. A holding may be operated under one or more tenure forms as follows:

3.1 Owned land
1) Owner : A holder is considered an owner of a piece of land if
he, according to the law, has a full right in it, i.e. he possesses a land
certificate such as title deed, NS 3, SK 1 which is issued by the authority concerned, he may
has the right on the land which is resulted by the law or he may possess some certificates,
according to the Land Reform Act, which legally permits him to operate the land; or he
occupies and cultivates the land as if he was the owner as in the case of inheritance pending
documentary evidence or pending the separation of the title deeds or other important
documents; or
2) Virtual owner
he has occupied and cultivated the land continually without any
resistance for 10 years and over.
3.2 Non - owned land
1) Rented : A renter is one who rents the land from another person for
agricultural operation and he has to pay rents to the land owner by cash or crop product.
2) Occupied without pay
This refers to all land not claimed by private ownership of leaseholds

and includes lands belonging to the government such as forest and common land.
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Refers to the classification of the holding area for all agriculture according to the use

4. Area of holding by land use

as a view. each piece of land that is used to grow plants or using animals or raising aquatic animals
in freshwater areas at that time. Which each piece of land may use more than 1 style and may

not be used for agriculture in the 2018 agriculture international survey are as follows :
1) Rice, field crop, vegetable crop, herb, flower and ornamental plant

Refers to area of holding used for rice, field crop, vegetable crop, herb,

flower and ornamental plant

2) Para rubber
Refers to means land used to grow rubber which is a plant that lasts
about 20 - 25 years

3) Permanent crop
Refers to land used to grow perennial plants and fruit trees such as stink
bean, sadao, betel palm, mango, rambutan, and durian etc. Do not need to be planted every

year after harvesting

4) Forest
Refers to means land used for afforestation (not natural) (including

reforestation of the state)

5) Pasture
Refers to means land that has been planted with grass or other plants or
land with grass or other plants grow naturally and used as a pet by bringing animals to eat
grass or plants in that land
Such grasslands may have some trees or shrubs. and may use wood to
make other benefits as well. But if it is mainly intended for raising animals Is considered to
be "Pasture”

6) Pen
Refers to the territory that the holder defines for use as pets or as
accommodation for animals, may be built or not, such as poultry houses, ducks, pigs, cows,

under house stables, etc.
7) Freshwater culture
Refer to breeding and/or aquaculture only

8) House

Refers to the area of holdings for agriculture, The land is planted as a

residential area.



naturally such trees may be used for construction, making appliances, making firewood,

9) Forest

Refers to the area of holding, farming, which has a tree that grows

burning charcoal or using as a wind shelter.

10) Wilderness
Refers to the area of holdings that are left behind not cultivating crops,

raising animals and raising aquatic animals in freshwater areas.

11) Others
Refers to the area of land holding, other than 1 - 10, which is not used to
grow crops, raise animals and raise aquatic animals in fresh water areas, including places where

there are buildings, hump, soil, swamps, swamps, ponds used to place tools recreation, etc.

5. Sustainable agriculture

1) Refer to farming using the principles of ecology that studies the relationship
between living things and the environment.

2) 6 type of sustainable agriculture charaeterization such as organic farming,
agroforestry, nntegrated farming, new theory agriculture, naturat farming and other rotational
farming system etc.

3) An integrated system of practices in crop produetion and animal produetion

that is applied only to specifie location that will last for a long time.

2.5 Sample design

A stratified one stage sampling was adopted for the survey. Administrative regions were
constituted as strata. Enumeration Areas (EAs) were the sampling unit. Four strata were
constructed based on administrative regions of Thailand consisting of central, northern,
northeastern and southern. Each stratum was divided into 7 sub-strata according to the
agricultural activity performed by the majority agricultural holders within each group of
Enumeration Areas (EASs).

2.6 Data items

The 2018 agriculture intercensal survey collect data about agricultural of holding as

follows :
1) Activity of agriculture and land tenure and documentary of right
2) Area of holding
3) Livestock
4) Rice
5) Para rubber
6) Permanent crop and forest
7) Vegetable crop and herb
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8) Field crop
9) Fresh water culture

10) Machinery, equipment and vehicle for agriculture activity

11) Fertilizer and pesticide

12) Employment of agricultural labor

13) Characteristics of the holder and household members

14) Income expenditure and debt for agriculture of the holder's household

2.7 Data collection

The survey data was collected by face to face interview method. The interviewers were
sent out to interview all heads of sample household in 337 sample villages/blocks (EAs) by tablet.
Approximately 15,993 agricultural holders were interviewed for detailed information using enumeration
from. The period of data collection was during May 1, 2018 — August 31, 2018.

2.8 Data processing

All recorded questionnaires were reviewed, edited and encoded by field operators
before sending the completed questionnaires to the NSO headquarters. At the central office,
they were examined for completeness and consistency in all details. All raw data were
computerization edited for the final review after several stages of data processing, the results

were then tabulated.

2.9 Data dissemination

Final report of the survey be dissemination at region level and whole kingdom.
1) Principal statistics report of whole kingdom
2) Final report; will be dissemination at regional and whole kingdom level report
to consists of volumes, i.e. central region, northern region, northeastern region, southern

region and whole kingdom.
2.10 Limitation of the data
The summation of each amount may not equal to the total due to rounding

1 rai = 1,600 square meters.
1 rai = 0.16 hectare

Chapter 3

Summary of findings

3.1 Characteristics of agricultural holdings
3.1.1 Agricultural activity

The Agriculture Intercensal Survey in 2018 found that the total number of
agricultural holdings in the Northeastern region of Thailand was 2.8 million units. The
majority of such holdings cultivating crops only (76.7%), meanwhile, the holdings cultivating
crops and rearing livestock, cultivating crops and culturing freshwater and cultivating crops,
rearing livestock and culturing freshwater had 19.4%, 1.7% and 1.5% respectively.

Data analysis in the past decade period (2008-2018) indicated that, the
number of agricultural holdings has slightly increased by 1.1% from 2008 to 2013 and by
1.6% from 2013 to 2018. In comparison to the prior census, it has shown a similar pattern of
agricultural trend recorded in agricultural census back in 2013. When consider the type of
agricultural activity found that, the number of holdings which cultivating crops only has

increased continuously.

3.1.2 Land use
1) Number of holding
The survey result found that, the majority of holdings in Northeastern region
(89.3%) use their land cultivating rice. Followed by the number of holdings use their land
cultivating field crops (24.6%). Others usage (16.5%) and para rubber trees (11.4%).
In comparison to the prior census, the number of holdings almost all types of

land use increased, only the number of holdings use their land for para rubber decreased by
4.2%.

2) Area of holding

The total area used for agricultural activity in the Northeastern region was

52.4 million rais. More than half of the total area of holdings (64.6%) use for cultivating rice,
followed by the land use for field crops (21.0%) and para rubber trees (8.7%).

By comparing the survey results from 2013 to 2018, the total area covered by

agricultural holdings has decreased by 4.1%.

3.1.3 Land tenure and documentary of right

1) Number of agricultural holding

Referring to the survey result, it is shown that the majority of agricultural
holdings (84.6%) operated solely under owned lands. Only 9.2% operated under non-owned
lands and the rest was the agricultural holdings under both owned and non-owned
conditions (6.2% ). When consider from documentary of right, the majority of holdings with
the right over their own lands (79.0%) had the types of ownership (or title deed) as NS 5, NS
3, NS3k, NS3 khor.

Data analysis in the past decade, indicates that the number of non owned-
land holdings has increased continuously: the number of holdings with non owned-land in
2013 increased by 16.1% from 2008, in 2018 increased by 15.9% from 2013.

2) Area of holding

Referring to the survey result, it is shown that the total agricultural area in

Northeastern region which covers 52.4 million rais, the majority of total agricultural area

(84.5%) is owned-land, another 15.5% is non-owned. When consider the types of ownership,
66.1% of those owned land are under title deed type as NS 5, NS 3, NS3 k and NS3 khor.

3.1.4 Size of area of holding (Farm size)

According to the survey result, more than half of the total number of holdings
(59.5%) are under 10 - 39 rai of land, followed by the holdings with land 6 - 9 rais (17.6%), less
than 6 rais (14.4%) and 40 - 139 rais (8.2%). Only 0.3% of holdings cultivate on large size of land

which ranges larger than 140 rais.

In comparison to the prior census, notice that in 2018 the number of the large

size holdings (140 rais and over) increased by 38.7% from 2013.

3.2.1 Use of fertilizer and pesticide
1) Use of fertilizer

Data shown that the majority of crop cultivated holdings (93.2%) use fertilizers
and 6.8% not use fertilizers. Furthermore, 56.5% of those who use chemical fertilizer
combine with organic and bio fertilizer, 37.2% use only chemical fertilizer. Meanwhile, 3.1%
use only organic fertilizer, 2.8% use organic and bio fertilizer. Only 0.4% of holdings use bio
fertilizer alone.

In the past decade (2008 to 2018), the number of crop cultivated holdings
using fertilizers slightly decreased by 1.3% from 2008 to 2013 and by 0.5% from 2013 to
2018.

2) Use of pesticides

The survey result shown that, more than half of the total number of crop
cultivated holdings (58.6%) reported during the survey of the use of pesticides and 41.4%
have not use pesticides. Furthermore, almost all of pesticide users use chemical pesticide
(89.7%).

When consider the data variation in the past 10 year period (2008 to 2018),
the number of crop cultivated holdings using pesticides decreased by 23.6% from 2008 to
2013 and from 2013 to 2018 the number increased by 68.3%.

The survey result found that, the majority of holdings (63.9%) have hired
workers for agricultural activities, while other 36.1% not hired any workers. Almost all of
hired workers holdings were hired on an occasional workers (98.6%).

3.2.3 Sustainable agriculture

The survey result found that, the number of sustainable agriculture holdings
in the Northeastern region was 981,520 units: 35.2% of the total number of holdings in the
region. The natural agriculture holdings occupied the largest number of holdings by 45.8%. It
was followed by the organic agriculture holdings (29.4%), the integrated agriculture holdings
(22.9%) and rotation agriculture system holdings (4.1). Meanwhile, the other types of
sustainable agriculture such as, the new theory agriculture and agroforesty agriculture had a
small number of holdings.

The area used for sustainable agriculture in the Northeastern region was 14.7
million rais: 28.1% of the total agricultural area in the region. The largest area of holding
(45.5%) use for the natural agriculture, followed by the organic agriculture area (30.3%) and

the integrated agriculture area (20.8%).

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APPENDIX A
SAMPLE DESIGN

A stratified one stage sampling was adopted for the survey. Administrative regions were
constituted as strata. Enumeration Areas (EAs) were the sampling unit.

1. Stratification

Four strata were constructed based on administrative regions of Thailand consisting
of central (including Bangkok), northern, northeastern and southern. Each stratum was divided
into 7 sub-strata according to the agricultural activity performed by the majority agricultural

holders within each group of Enumeration Areas (EAs).

Group 1 : A group of EAs with more “rice farming” agricultural holders than any other
types

Group 2 : A group of EAs with more “para rubber/oil palm farming” agricultural holders
than any other types

Group 3 : A group of EAs with more “field crops farming” agricultural holders than any
other types

Group 4 : A group of EAs with more “permanent (excluding oil palm)/fruit plants/forestry
farming” agricultural holders than any types

Group 5 : A group of EAs with more “vegetables/herbs/flower and ornamental plants
farming” agricultural holders than any other types

Group 6 : A group of EAs with more “Rearing Livestock” agricultural holders than any
other types

Group 7 : A group of EAs with more “fresh water culture” agricultural holders than any
other types

2. Sample size

Within each group or sub-stratum, EAs were sampled using systematic sampling
method. 1,200 EAs were sampled, from a total of 84,744 EAs. The total numbers of sampled
