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Preface

The National Statistical Office (NSO) has conducted the Agricultural Census
every 10 years in accordance with the recommendation of the Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO). The census operation is geared towards the collection of basic
information on the fundamental structure of agriculture which was obtained from all
agricultural holdings throughout the country. Likewise, the census provides a statistical

snapshot on agricultural sector of the country on the census date (1" May 2013).

As the data processing of each census round is time consuming since it has to
deal with a large volume of census information, hence NSO has released this report, which
was based on data obtained from 1% sample of the agricultural households, in order to
provide an advance look of agricultural structure at regional level and of the whole

kingdom.

The 2013 Agricultural Census is a large-scale statistical operation and the
collaboration among the involving agencies is importantly needed. Therefore, NSO has
collaborated with the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives on the supply of their
manpower — the agricultural extension officers and the village agricultural volunteers - to
carry out the census. NSO would like to extend our thanks to all people for their active
participation in the census. NSO would also like to express our appreciation to all public and

private agencies for their support and cooperation throughout the conduct of the census.
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Executive Summary

Advanced Report on the 2013 Agricultural Census

National Statistical Office (NSO) conducted
the 2013 Agricultural Census which is the sixth round of
its series. The census aims to provide basic information
on the structure of agriculture at administrative units
and that information over ten years provides as a
guideline for developing agricultural policies and plans
as well as monitoring agricultural development for
both national and local level.

For this census round, the data collection
fieldwork was involved by the 15,000 agricultural
volunteers at village level and the 3,000 agricultural
extension officers and the NSO provincial staff; they
were sent out to interview all agricultural holdings
throughout the country. The census fieldwork was
carried out during May 2013 by using a portable
device (Tablet).

This report was based on data obtained
from 1% sample of the agricultural households in
order to provide an advance look of agricultural
structure at regional level and of the Whole Kingdom.
The findings are as following.

1. Number and area of holdings

\

As of the census day (1" May 2013), Thailand
had totally 5.9 million of agricultural holdings, which was
accounted for 25.2 percent of total households of
the country.yThe total area of holdings was
116.5 million rais or averagely 19.7 rais per holding.

The majority of agricultural holdings,
2.7 million members (46.4%), located in
Northeastern region which also had the biggest
area of holdings for 54.7 million rais (46.9%).
The Northern region was the second in the number of
holdings and area of holding, for 1.3 million members and
27.1 million rais respectively (22.0% and 23.3%
respectively). Southern region for 1.0 million members
and 15.2 million rais (17.3% and 13.0% respectively).
Central region had the least number of holdings
for 0.9 million members (14.3%) and the area of
holding for 19.5 million rais (16.8%).

Considering to the average area of
holding, it was found that Central region, which had
the least number of holdings, had the highest of
the average area of holding 23.0 rais. This was
followed by the Northern region and the
Northeastern region (20.9 and 19.9 rais respectively).
While the Southern region had the lowest of the

average area of holding were 14.8 rais.

Considering changes of agricultural holding
during the past 10 years, the number of holdings
and the area of holding increased from 5.8 to
5.9 million members (1.8%) and from 112.7 to
116.5 million rais (3.4%), the average area of holding

were 19.4 and 19.7 rais respectively.

Census scope : Covering four agricultural activities which were crops, livestock, freshwater culture and sea salt farm, of which the agricultural operation was mainly for selling purpose.

(including planting rice for owned consumption and raising cattle/buffalo for farm work)



[ 2. Type of agricultural activity ]

The Agricultural Census in 2013, it was
found that the most of agricultural holdings
5.9 million members (96.3%) are cultivating crops.
Of this number, about 21.3 percent was also
operated with the other type agricultural activities
such as livestock, freshwater culture or sea salt farm.

The agricultural holders that cultivated
single agricultural up to 78.5 percent with cultivating
crops, rearing livestock, freshwater culture or sea salt
farm. Each activity, cultivating crops, might operate
with a variety of crops or a variety of livestock.

The two - typed activity of agricultural
holdings was found 19.8 percent, while the holdings
of three types and above of agricultural activity were

found only 1.7 percent.

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[3. Size of total area of holding ]

The majority of agricultural holders in
Thailand (87.6%) had an area less than 40 rais,
which of this number 50.5 percent was of agricultural
holdings having area 10 — 39 rais. There was only
0.5 percent for the agricultural holdings having area
140 rais and over.

Concerning changes during the past 10 years,
the number of holdings increased from the 2003
Agricultural Census by 103,611 holdings (1.8 percent).
The significant increase was mainly due to the increasing
of the holdings of area 40 - 139 rais (by 1.1%).

It was also found that the holdings of
the small to medium size of area, which were
lower than 6 rais, 6 — 9 rais and 10 - 39 rais,
decreased by 0.4, 0.1 and 0.6 percent respectively.

Comparing the result across region,
it was discovered that the majority of holdings in all regions
occupied the area of 10 — 39 rais. The most of this area,
the Northeastern region holding was accounted for
57.4 percent. Followed by the Southern region, the area
of lower than 6 rais was found the most (33.3%)
and the area of 140 rais and over was found the least.
The highest proportion of the holding of area

140 rais and over was found in Central region (1.1%).

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[4. Land tenure ]

The majority of holdings operated
solely under own land (78.1%). About 10.4 percent
was the holdings operated under both own land and
other land. The rest 11.5 percent was the holdings

operated under other land.

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[5. Area of holding by land use ]

From the total area of holdings,
116.5 million rais, about half of the area (50.8) was
the area under rice, followed by field crops (22.5%),
para rubber (14.6%) and permanent crops/forest

(8.5%) respectively.

The result of this Agricultural Census has
revealed that during the past 10 years, the area of
para rubber grew significantly as well as the area of
field crops. In contrast, the area under rice and the

area of permanent crops/forest was decrease.

Concerning by region the major use of
agricultural land in Northeastern, Northern and
Central region was for rice (41.5 - 66.7%), followed
by field crops (20.9 — 33.9%). The area of holding in
Southern region was mainly used for para rubber
and for permanent crops/forest (66.0% and
24.9% respectively). The land use for permanent
crops/forest in Central and Northern region was
found for 14.3 percent and 9.1 percent respectively,
while the land use for para rubber in these two regions

was 8.3 percent and 3.6 percent respectively.

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[ 6. Fertilizer ]

The majority of agricultural holdings
(92.3%) used fertilizer. From those who used fertilizer,
most of them (86.2%) used inorganic fertilizer. By this
number, about 51.5 percent used only inorganic
fertilizer. However, the use of organic fertilizer only
and the use of bio-fertilizer only were found only

2.4 and 1.8 percent respectively.

Considering the fertilizer use from 2003
to 2013, it was discovered that holdings used
fertilizer increasingly from 90.2 percent in 2003 to
92.3 percent in 2013. There were especially using
inorganic fertilizer and other fertilizer with up to
34.7 in 2013. In contrast, the holding using inorganic
fertilizer alone had reduced from 56.8 percent in

2003 to 51.5 percent in 2013.

In regard to the average number of using
inorganic fertilizer per rai, it was found that its use
fertilizer increasingly from 41.8 kg. per rai in 2003
to 59.9 ke. per rai in 2013.

It is noteworthy that holdings in
Northeastern region is the highest using fertilizer
of the agricultural holders (96.7%) and the use of
inorganic fertilizers up to 92.0 percent. (this
included holdings using inorganic fertilizer only
and holdings using both inorganic fertilizer and

other type of fertilizer).

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7. Demographic characteristics and

activity status

The 2013 census result showed that 64.4
percent of private agricultural holders were male, and
the rest 35.6 percent were female. During 2003 to
2013, the proportion of male holders decreased from

72.3 percent to 64.4 percent respectively.

Considering by age of holder, it was found that
the proportion of the holders aged 35 years and over,
35 — 64 year increased from 73.1 percent in 2003 to
75.1 percent in 2013. It was also observed the increase
for the proportion of the holders aged 65 years and

over from 13.1 percent to 19.1 percent.

Concerning members of agricultural
households in Thailand, they were totally
19.2 million members, which was accounted for
29.6 percenty of the whole population of the
country. The proportion of male was found slightly
higher than female, 52.2 percent and 47.8 percent
respectively. The household size was averagely
3.2, which decreased from 3.8 in year 2003.

Considering by age of members, it was
discovered that the group of members aged 35 years
and over increased from 47.0 percent in 2003 to
69.1 percent in 2013.

Concerning activity status of the household
members aged 10 years and over, it was found that
91.1 percent engaged in the economically activities.
By this, 83.2 percent of the members aged 10 years
and over engaged with agricultural activity in their
holding. From those members engaging in
agricultural activity, 56.3 percent involved with their
holding only, while 26.9 percent involved with their
holding and other holdings. Those members engaging
in agricultural activity but involving with other
holdings only were found 7.9 percent. It was
noticed that the proportion of members who work
in their holding only increased from 37.1 percent in
2003 to 56.3 percent in 2013.

[8. Education level of the holders ]

In the last 10 years, the higher education of
agricultural holders with secondary education level

increased by double (from 9.3% to 16.5% respectively).

For the holders with bachelor degree
and higher level and the holders with vocational degree,
the proportions were also increase (from 1.2% to
2.8% and 1.6% to 2.8% respectively). However, the
proportion of holders with primary education level had
decreased from 70.4 percent to 64.1 percent. The same
pattern was also for the holders who had no schooling,

which was decrease from 4.8 percent to 3.6 percent.

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Considering by regions, it was found that
Northeastern and Central region had the proportion
of holders with primary education level higher than
60 percent (70.2% and 63.1% respectively),
followed by Northern and Southern region (59.0%
and 55.3% respectively). The highest proportion of
agriculture holders in the Northern region who graduated
lower than elementary education and had no education

were 12.6 percent and 8.8 percent respectively.

About half of holder’s household (52.6%)
earned income from agricultural activity only, which
was increased by double from 2003 (from 21.1% to
52.6%), while the rest of 47.4 percent were those
who earned income from both agricultural activity

and other sources.

It was discovered that the proportion of
the holders who earned income from agricultural
products for 100,001 baht and over was 28.7 percent,
noticed that this proportion increased from 19.0
percent in 2003. This was followed by those for
50,001 — 100,000 baht and those for 20,001 — 50,000 baht

(26.4% and 23.4% respectively).

Considering by regions, the census
resulted that Central and Northern region had the highest
proportion of the holder’s household with income
100,001 baht and over (43.8% and 36.4% respectively),
followed by Southern and Northeastern region
(29.3% and 20.3% respectively). It was found that
Southern region had the highest proportion (4.3%)
of the holder’s household which not having income
from their agriculture product, while the proportion
of these type of the holder’s household was less

than 3.0 percent.

There were 48.8 percent of the agricultural
holders employed the agricultural workers. The most
of them were employed on an occasional workers
(45.3%).The employment of agricultural workers with
permanent workers or permanent and occasional
workers were 1.8 percent and 1.7 percent respectively.
The permanent workers in 2013 were totally
1,250,338 persons. Of this number, 13.9 percent

were the foreigner workers.

It was found that the number of the

permanent agricultural workers had increased,
particularly during the year 2003 to 2013 as the
number increased in double from 665,427 workers

to 1,250,338 persons.

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1. Agricultural census

The Agricultural Census is the collection
and compilation of statistics on agriculture. The census
information is collected from all agricultural holdings
throughout the country, in which it performs as
a snapshot regarding information in agricultural sector
of the country on the census date such as number
of agricultural holdings, location (province, district,
sub-district, village), agricultural activities (area, land use,
crops, livestock, etc.) and characteristics of agricultural
holders and their households, such as age, education,

income, debt and so forth.

2. Background

The Thailand Agricultural Census had been
earlier conducted five times: 1950, 1963, 1978, 1993
and 2003. The census aims to provide basic
information on the fundamental structure of agriculture
which will constitute the bases for which
policymakers and planners will continuously
formulate plans for development, monitoring, and
evaluation related to agriculture. Under the
Statistics Act 2007, the National Statistical Office
(NSO) is mandated to carry out censuses of the
country. The 2013 Agricultural Census was also
undertaken in accordance with the recommendation of
the Food and Agricultural Organization (FAO) for

conducting agricultural census every 10 years.

This census round had extended the
scope of agricultural activity to include sea salt farm,
as according to the Cabinet approval (1" March 2011),
as well as to include questions on marine fishery

and coastal aquaculture into the enumeration form.

3. Census objectives

1) To collect basic information on the
fundamental structure of agriculture, such as
number of agricultural holdings and agricultural
holding, freshwater culture, sea salt farm, utilization
of land, land tenure status, area under crops/sea
salt farm/freshwater culture, number of livestock,
use of fertilizer, use of agricultural machinery,
manpower involved in agricultural activities, etc.,

2) To provide those information at
administrative units (village) for developing policy
and plans in both national and sub-national level

3) To provide the basis for sampling
frame for other surveys undertakings related to

agriculture marine fishery and coastal aquaculture

4) To determine changes of basic
information on agricultural structure over the past

10 years

4. Uses of census information

Census information provided to public and
private agencies, academic institutions and international
organizations are for the following uses:

1) To develop plans and policies
related to agricultural economy in both national
and sub-national levels, and to monitor and
evaluate country’s development plans

2) To study trend and directions of
changes in agriculture and economic growth of the
country

3) To determine and support

information for formulating policy about land

distribution for farmer



4) To develop policy on land use
of appropriate crops for each area in order to
maximize the use of land for agriculture.

5) To provide information on
characteristics of farm holders such as sex, age,
work status, income and debt from agricultural
activity, education, etc., which can be used to study
the demographic of farm holders and socio-economic
status of their household and the income
dependency of agricultural households, in order to
formulate policy for assisting farm holders,
especially the poor farmers.

6) To provide information on
agricultural manpower for the study on labor
intensive in agriculture and labor migration from
rural to urban.

7) To provide the basis for sampling
frame for other surveys related to agriculture of
Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives and other
relevant agencies.

8) To provide information for the
compilation of National Accounts in agricultural
sector.

9) To provide data for academic
researchers and general publics for studying an in-
depth analysis related to agriculture and relevant

issues.

5. Scope

The scope of this census round covered
the agricultural activities on crops, livestock,
freshwater culture and sea salt farm, which were
operated for selling purpose. Data gathered on these
agricultural activities were:

1) Cultivating crops; rice, para
rubber, permanent crops and forest, field crops,
vegetable crops/herb and flower/ornamental plant,
pasture, tree nursery and mushroom culture

(including cultivating rice for owned consumption).

2) Rearing livestock; only selected
animals which are cattle, buffalo, pig, goat, sheep,
chicken, duck, goose and silkworm (including raising
of cattle/buffalo for agricultural work).

3) Freshwater culture; all kind of
fishes. Including fancy fishes and sea creatures, shrimp
and other kinds of freshwater sea creatures such as frog,
soft-shelled turtle, crocodile, etc. (including brackish-
water creatures raised in freshwater area such as
giant tiger prawn, snapper, etc.).

4) Sea salt farm; only sea salt farm
located in 7 provinces which are Chachoengsao,
Chon Buri, Chanthaburi, Samut Sakhon, Samut
Songkhram, Phetchaburi and Pattani.

Exclude 1) Agricultural activity for
education, experiment, competition, sport and leisure

2) Agricultural services,
i.e. plough service by using tractor, well digging
service, animal breeding service, egg hatching

service, etc.

6. Census date

This refers to 1° May 2013.

The census date was set as the
reference date in obtaining census information, for
example, agricultural holdings, area of holdings and

characteristics agricultural activities, and so forth.

7. Coverage

The census coverage covered all
agricultural holdings, who engaged in cultivating
crops, rearing livestock, freshwater culture and sea salt
farm, whether in municipal or in non-municipal

area, throughout the country.

This census was adopted the ‘Closed
Segment Concept’ within the province for data
collection, that means the agricultural holder who
operated agricultural activities only within their current

province will be listed and enumerated.

9. Data enumeration

The data collection was conducted in all
provinces throughout the country during 1 — 31 May 2013.
There were altogether around 20,000 manpower to
carry out the census; comprising of enumerators
(agricultural village volunteers) for 15,000 persons,
supervisors (agricultural extension officers) for 3,000
persons and the NSO staff for 2,000 persons. The
field staff were sent out to interview the household
head of all households (listing) in order to find
agricultural households and consequently interview
for detailed information on agricultural activities
(enumeration).

10. Definitions

1. Holding

A holding is an economic unit of
agricultural production (cultivating crops, rearing
livestock and culturing fresh water) under single
management comprising all livestock kept and all
land used wholly or partly for agricultural
production purposes, without regard to title or legal
form. The holding’s land may consist of one or
more parcels, located in one or more separate

areas of the same province.

2. Holder

A holder refers to a civil or juridical
person who exercises management control and
takes major decisions over the agricultural holding
operation. The holder has technical and economic
responsibility for the holding and may undertake all
responsibilities directly, or delegate responsibilities
to a hired manager. A hired manager participating
in economic and financial responsibilities in addition

to managing the holding is considered a holder.
3. Area of Holding

Area of holding is the combined area of
all the holding's parcels in the province, including
land owned by the holder, rented from others and
land under other tenure forms. (Land owned by the

holder but rented to others are excluded).

The holding area includes farmyard, land
occupied by farm buildings and holder's house

located on the holding.
4. Land Tenure

This refers to the arrangements or rights
under which the holder holds or uses holding land.
A holding may be operated under one or more
tenure forms as follows:

1) Owned : A holder is considered an

owner of a piece of land if



(1) he, according to the law, has a
full right in it, i.e. he possesses a land certificate
such as title deed, NS 3, SK 1 which is issued by the
authority concerned, he may have the right on the
land which is resulted by the law or he may
possess some certificates, according to the Land
Reform Act, which legally permits him to operate
the land; or

(2) he occupies and cultivates the
land as if he were the owner as in the case of
inheritance pending documentary evidence or
pending the separation of the title deeds or other
important documents; or

(3) he has occupied and cultivated
the land continually without any resistance for 10

years and over.

2) Rented : A renter is one who rents
the land from another person for agricultural
operation and he has to pay rents to the land

owner by cash or crop product.

11. Innovation of conducting agricultural census

by using tablet

Modern technologies were implemented
for census data collection as follows:

1. Using tablet for data collection
instead of the traditional paper form, in order to
improve the efficiency of the field operation.

1.1 Be able to immediately check
for data consistency and completeness.

1.2 Reduce time for data processing;
be able to present the result in timely manner.

1.3 Be able to identify the location
for the field operation of each enumerator by using
GPS which enhanced the quality control of
enumerator’s work according to their assigned

enumeration areas.

1.4 Be able to constantly upload

data to the Server in the Could Computing system.

2. Using Web Application for monitoring
progress in field operation in almost real time.
2.1 Be able to track the field work of
each enumerator linked to the maps on the tablet.
2.2 Be able to monitor progress in
field operation by different levels of the field
management hierarchy — enumerators, supervisors
and NSO staff — in order to make decision about
where to redirect resources in case of delayed field

work or unmet deadline.

12. Data Processing

From the data collection stage, in which
the census information was collected by using
Tablet, and the initial checking during the fieldwork,
the data was sent to the Server for further process
on the inspection of data consistency, data
accuracy and coverage completion in detail of each
household by the fieldwork supervisors. After that
the fieldwork supervisors submitted the correctness
of the data to the statistical authorities at the
provincial statistical office. The final checking for
the correctness and completeness of the census
data of each province was then confirmed and sent
to the Server, and the data was further processed
for statistics tabulations and summarized for
reporting the census result at provincial level,

regional level and the whole kingdom.

For the request of the census data
disseminated up to the village level, users should

contact directly with the National Statistical Office.



13. Evaluation of census data

After the completion of census field work,
NSO has carried out the Post Enumeration Survey
(PES) in order to evaluate the quality of census
data. The PES was conducted for all households of
the selected enumeration areas throughout the
country. The Stratified Single-Stage Sampling was
applied to this PES. That is, there were four
stratums referring to four regions — Central, North,
Northeast and South and provinces in each region were
represented as sub-stratum. Within each sub-stratum,
the enumeration areas were systematically selected;
the total samples were 1,280 enumeration areas.
After the PES field operation, information between
the census and the PES were processed for
matching check. And then the process for
investigation was to analyse and evaluate errors of
the census coverage and the census content, for
example the information on the agricultural activity
engagement such as livestock, gsrowing rice, planting
para rubber, planting permanent crops and planting

field crops, etc.

14. Data dissemination and publication

1) Preliminary report; general information
of all household from the listing form will be
disseminated at provincial level, regional level and
whole kingdom.

2) Advance report; information from
the 1% data from the enumeration form will be
disseminated at regional level and whole kingdom,
for which users can obtain some basic results from

3) Final report; detailed information
of the 100% data from the enumeration form will
be disseminated at provincial level, regional level

and whole kingdom.

2. Holding’s activity and size of total

area of holding

From the agricultural holdings of 5.9 million
in Thailand, it was found that they engaged in
various kind of agricultural activity, i.e. the single
activity and the multiple activities. The multiple
activities are, for example, involving in both crops
and livestock, involving in both crops and
freshwater culture, and involving in both sea salt
farm and livestock. For the single activity, which was
accounted for 78.5 percent of the total holdings,
there were around 4.5 million engaging in crops
(75.0%), followed by livestock (2.8%), freshwater
culture (0.7%), and sea salt farm (less than 0.1%).
The percentages of agricultural holdings involving in
the two-type activity and three-type activity
and above were found 19.8 and 1.7 percent

respectively.

Concerning by region, it was discovered a
high percentage of holdings engaging in crops alone
(more than 70.0%) in all region. Those engaging in
livestock alone and located in Central was about
5.3 percent. Central was also the region which had
the highest percentage of agricultural holdings
engaging in freshwater culture alone and in sea salt
farm alone (3.6% and 0.1% respectively). For the
multiple activity, Northeastern was the region which
had the highest percentages of agricultural holdings
engaging in two-type activity, three-type and more
activity (25.2% and 1.9% respectively).

Considering the size of area of holding, most
of agricultural holdings (87.6%) had an area less than
40 rais. Of this number, 50.5 percent was of agricultural
holdings having area 10 - 39 rais. There was only 0.5
percent for the agricultural holdings having area 140
rais and above (Table 2).

3. Land tenure

Regarding the land tenure, it was found
that the majority of holdings (78.1%) operated
under own land only, and 11.5 percent of the holdings
operated under other land, while 10.4 percent of
the holdings operated not only under own land but

also under other land (Table 3).

4. Area of holding by land use

The total area of holding in the Whole
Kingdom was 116.5 million rais. Of this number, the
major portion (50.8%) was the area under rice,
followed by field crop (22.5%), para rubber (14.6%)
and permanent crop/ forest (8.5%). According to the

distribution by region, the patterns in most regions

were nearly the same except for the Southern
Region where area under para rubber and permanent
crop/ forest occupied most of the land (66.0% and

24.9% respectively) (Table 4).

5. Fertilizer and pesticide

The majority of agricultural holdings
(92.3%) used fertilizer. From those who used
fertilizer, most of them (86.2%) used inorganic
fertilizer. By this number, about 51.5 percent used
only inorganic fertilizer, 2.4 percent used only
organic fertilizer and 1.8 percent used only bio-
fertilizer. It was found that about 34.7 percent was
the holdings who used inorganic fertilizer and other
kind of fertilizer, while 1.9 percent was the holdings
using bio-fertilizer. The average use of inorganic
fertilizer was 59.9kg. per rai.

Concerning by region, the census result
showed that holdings in Northeastern used the highest
amount of fertilizer (96.7%). The portion of holdings
using inorganic fertilizer, which include holdings using
both inorganic fertilizer and other type of fertilizer,
in this region was higher than other regions (92.0%).

This was followed by Northern, Central and
Southern of about 85.5, 79.4 and 76.3 percent
respectively.

In regard to the average number of using
inorganic fertilizer per rai by region, holdings in
Northeastern had the highest portion of 78.1 percent,
followed by holdings in Central, Northern and
Southern which were 73.4 61.9 and 48.8 percent
respectively.

Considering the use of pesticide, 45.1
percent of holdings engaging in crops used the
pesticide, in which the chemical pesticide was
mainly used (42.1%). It was discovered that
holdings in Central and Northern had the highest
percentage of using pesticide (68.9% and 68.7%
respectively), while those in Northeastern and
Southern were 35.8 percent and 21.5 percent in
using the pesticide (Table 5).

6. Demographic characteristics and activity

status

The 2013 census result showed that
the proportion of male holders was twice of female
holders (64.4 percent and 35.6 percent respectively).
This ratio by region was the same pattern as the
Whole Kingdom.

Considering by age of holders, the majority
of holders (94.2%) were age 35 years and over. Of
these, 19.1 percent were holders aged 65 years and
above (Table 6).

Concerning members of agricultural
households in Thailand, they were totally 19.2 million
members, which was accounted for 29.6 percenty
of the whole population of the country. The proportion
of male was found a little higher than female, 52.2 percent
and 47.8 percent respectively. The household size
was averagely 3.2. The dependencyg ratio was 42.7

percent.

Conceming activity status of the household
members aged 10 years and over, it was found that
91.1 percent engaged in the economically activities.
By this, 83.2 percent of the members aged 10 years
and over engaged with agricultural activity in their
holdings. From those members engaging in agricultural
activity, 56.3 percent involved with their holdings
only, while 26.9 percent involved with their holdings
and other works. Those members who engaged in
other works (not engaged in agricultural work on the
holding) were found 7.9 percent (Table 7).

7. Education level of the holders

In 2013, most of holders (64.1%) completed
the elementary education. This was followed by
holders with secondary education (16.5%), lower
than elementary education (10.0%), no education

(3.6%), bachelor and higher (2.8%) and others (0.2%)

Concerning by region, the census result
showed that Northeastern and Central had a high
proportion of holders with elementary education
(70.2% and 63.1% respectively), whereas those in
Northern and Southern were 59.0 percent and
55.3 percent respectively. It was discovered that
the proportion of holders with secondary education
and above in Southern was higher than those
in other regions, while the proportion of holders
with education lower than elementary and
no education in Northern were higher than those
in other regions, which were 12.6 percent and

8.8 percent respectively (Table 8).

8. Income of holder’s household

It was found that most of holder’s
(52.6%) household earned income from
agricultural activity alone, while the rest of
47.4 percent were those who earned income from
both agricultural activity and other sources.
The proportion of the holders who earned income
from agricultural products 100,001 Baht and over
was 28.7 percent. This was followed by those for
50,001 — 100,000 baht and those for 20,001 — 50,000 baht
(26.4% and 23.4% respectively) (Table 9).

9. Employment on agricultural workers

There were 48.8 percent of the total
holdings employed agricultural workers, of which
most of them were employed on an occasional
basis (45.3%). The holdings with an employment of
only on an occasional basis and those with an
employment of both a permanent basis and an
occasional basis were 1.8 percent and 1.7 percent
respectively. The number of permanent workers for
agriculture was totally 1,250,338 persons. Of this
number, 13.9 percent was the foreigner workers
(Table 10).
